ORDINANCE 2015-167
An ordinance approving THE UTILIZATION OF FLORIDA BOATER IMPROVEMENT PROJECT (FBIP) FUND DOLLARS TO COMPLETE THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE OAK HARBOR BOAT RAMP REPLACEMENT FOR A TOTAL ESTIMATED COST OF $166,700; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PARKS, RECREATION, AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Approving utilization of Florida Boater Improvement Project (FBIP) Fund Dollars.
There is hereby approved the utilization of Florida Boater Improvement Project (FBIP) Fund dollars to complete the construction of the Oak Harbor Boat Ramp replacement (the “Project”) for a total estimated cost of $166,700. Under Section 110.413 (Florida Boater Improvement Program revenue share), Ordinance Code, “[f]unds may be distributed by the Director of Finance for the purposes set forth herein by written request from the Director of Parks, Recreation and Community Services, or his designee for any project the cost of which is $30,000 or less; otherwise, the funds shall be available only upon approval of the Council.”  The Project was designed utilizing CIP funds; however; CIP funds are not available for construction. The Project complies with all requirements for the expenditure of FBIP funding.
Section 2.

Departmental oversight.  The Department of Parks, Recreation, and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 3.
  
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
