Bill Summary: The ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and Corporation Secretary to execute, for and on behalf of the City, a Transfer and Maintenance Agreement between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation for the construction of a 4-lane urban/rural arterial typical section along State Road 200/US 301 from North of the I-10 interchange (approximately milepost 7.851) top North of the Town of Baldwin’s City limits (approximately milepost 11.659), including the construction of bridges over a portion of the CSX east/west Railroad, a portion of the Jacksonville-Baldwin Rail Trail, and a portion of the CSX north/south Railroad (the “improvements”); the ordinance authorizes the Mayor to accept by Map Transfer, for and on behalf of the City, portions of the improvements as detailed in the Transfer and Maintenance Agreement.
Background Information: The Florida Department of Transportation will undertake, at no cost to the City, this construction project. Upon completion, those portions of the improvements shall be transferred to the City by Map Transfer, after which, upon completion, the City shall own, operate, maintain and repair the improvements at its sole cost and expense.  The construction project is located in Council District 11.
Policy Impact: Public Works Department
Fiscal Impact: The Agreement obligates the City financially for the maintenance and repair of the improvements upon completion of the FDOT construction project.
