Background Information: The easement is solely for the purpose of a storm water outfall structure.  This is a 25’ x 20’ Submerged Land Easement covering the River outlet end of a 48” storm drain.  The storm pipe serves to drain Front Road and a portion of Beauclerc Road, Beauclerc Terrace and the Pickwick Park Area.  The site is located in Council District 6.
