NO(S). 011668-0005), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY JOHN LUNDY, FROM RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-B (RMD-B) DISTRICT TO  PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO BRING NON-CONFORMING BUSINESS USE INTO COMPLIANCE, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE LENOX AVENUE PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2015C-001; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S); pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE REZONING granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2015C-001 and companion land use Ordinance 2015-209; and
WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2015C-001, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Medium Density-B (RMD-B) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Lara D. Hipps, Hipps Group, Inc., on behalf of John Lundy, the owner of approximately 1.03( acres of certain real property in Council District 12, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and
WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description. The approximately 1.03( acres of land (R.E. NO(S). 011668-0003 and 011668-0005) are located in Council District 12 at 6972 and 7010 Lenox Avenue between Old Middleburg Road North and Memorial Park Road, as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1, dated June 10, 2015 and graphically depicted in Revised Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by John Lundy.  The applicant is Lara D. Hipps, Hipps Group, Inc., 1650 Margaret Street #323, Jacksonville, FL  32204; (904) 781-2654.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2015C-001, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-B (RMD-B) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the revised written description dated June 10, 2015 and the revised site plan dated June 16, 2015, for the Lenox Avenue PUD, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3 and the Development Services Memo dated March 30, 2015 and attached hereto as Exhibit 4. The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally bring non-conforming business use into compliance.
Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(a) Permitted uses are limited to the following.

1. Mobile tire repair service including the removal and installation of tires in existing 3 bay 24 ft. by 60 ft. garage.

2. Five (5) exiting shipping containers used for storage. (2 shipping containers – 48 ft. by 9 ft., 1 shipping container – 35 ft. by 8 ft., 1 shipping container – 40 ft. by 8 ft. and 1 shipping container – 45 ft. by 8 ft.

3. Three (3) existing single family residences.

(b) If the mobile tire repair service ceases for more than six (6) months, it shall not be allowed to recommence.
Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 6.

Disclaimer. 
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use  and issuance of this rezoning  is based upon acknowledgement,     representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

il. JUSTIFICATION OF THE PUD
This PUD rezoning is submitted to bring a non confirming mobile tire repair
business use in existence since 1988 into compliance.

The subject property is surrounded by RMD-B zoning. One parcel separates
this property from PBF-2 to the west, and CCG-2 to the north. It is also
located within %2 a mile of the 1-295/Normandy Blvd. interchange and within
approximately 1 mile of the 1-295/1-10 interchange. The property located
approximately 550 ft, to the east at 6859 Lenox Ave. (please see Attachment
A) has a Land Use of CGC and a CCG-1 Zoning with the following uses:
daycare, barber shop, beauty salon, computer repair, café and clothing store.

lil. PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

A. Permitted Uses are limited to the following:

(1) Mobile tire repair service including the, removal and installation of tires
in existing 3 bay 24ft. X 60 ft garage including the

(2) 5 (five) existing shipping containers used for storage. (2 shipping
containers 48 ft X 9 ft., 1 shipping container 35 ft. X 8 ft., 1 shipping container
40 ft. X 8 ft. and 1 shipping container 45 ft. X 8 ft.)

(3) One (1) Existing single family residence

B. Limitations on Permitted Uses
All of the permitted and permissible uses by exception in the PUD District
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are subject to the following provisions unless otherwise provided for:

(1) No vehicles, other than passenger automobiles or trucks of not more
than three-quarter-ton payload

capacity or 5,000 pounds actual scale weight shall be used.

(2) Hours of Operation: Monday thru Friday 8:00 am - 6:00 pm , Saturday
and Sunday 10:00 am - 4:00 pm

(3) A 100% opaque 6-8 ft fence will be erected from front corner of each
side of the office to the east side and west side of the existing fencing. Each
side of this fencing will be permitted to have a gate which will also be 100%
opaque.

(4) If the mobile tire repair service use ceases for more than six (6)
months, it shall not be allowed to recommence.

C. Permitted Uses by Exception

(1) Service garages for minor or major repairs
(2) Service and repair of general appliances and small engines.

D. Accessory Structures:

(1) This PUD application requests approval of as built conditions with the
waiver of Section 656.403(d)1 Accessory Uses and Structures for the use
of mobile tire repair at 7010 Lenox Ave.

IV. DESIGN GUIDELINES

A.

The subject property exhibits circumstances of physical location of structures
in place that provide a practical and economic difficulty to carry out the strict
requirements of the code. Therefore this PUD application requests approval
of as built conditions with the waiver of the following for the current use of
mobile tire repair at 7010 Lenox Ave.: Minimum lot requirements per 656.313
(IV) d-g, Part 6 Parking requirements, Part 12 Landscaping Requirements.

Lot Requirements:

The setbacks for all existing residential dwellings and accessory structures
shall be as shown on Exhibit E — Site Plan. No new residential dwellings or
accessory structures shall be permitted. In the event repairs on a residential
dwelling or accessory structure exceed 50% of the current just value, the
structure shall comply with the setbacks below.

(1) Minimum lot area: 5,000 sq. ft.
(2) Minimum lot width: 50 ft.

(3) Maximum lot coverage:

(4) Minimum front yard.: 20 ft.

(5) Minimum side yard: 10 ft.
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(6) Minimum rear yard: 10 ft
(7) Maximum height of structures: 35 ft

C. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(1) Parking Requirements.
Due to the physical location of structures in place that provide a practical
and economic difficulty to carry out the strict requirements of the code this
PUD application requests a waiver from Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

(2) Vehicular Access.
Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of existing access points
as shown in the Site Plan via Lenox Avenue.

(3) Pedestrian Access.
Any redevelopment or site improvements that trip the 50% rule shall
comply with require 5’ sidewalk along public roadway frontage

D. Signs:
No signage is requested.

E. Landscaping:
Due to the physical location of structures in place that provide a practical and
economic difficulty to carry out the strict requirements of the code this
PUD application requests a waiver from Part 12 of the Zoning Code.

F. Recreation and Open Space:
This PUD is a commercial use and does not require recreation space.

G. Utilities
Electric will be provided by JEA.
Water will be provided by JEA.
Sanitary sewer will be provided by onsite septic.

H. Wetlands

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state, and federal
requirements.

V. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a
preliminary development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville
Planning and Development Department identifying all then existing and proposed
uses within the Property, and showing the general layout of the overall Property.

2. Written Description requests waiver for sidewalks per. Ordinance 2005-386 Section 654.133.
This location is not within a designated Rural Area on the 2030 Comp Plan Map T-4
Development Areas & is not constructing new roadways. It is within the Urban
Development Area. Any redevelopment or site improvements that trip the 50% rule will
require 5' sidewalk along public roadway frontage. _ g ‘
