AN ORDINANCE Creating a new Section 111.550 (SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION SPECIAL REVENUE FUND), PART 5 (public works, UTILITIES and infrastructure), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code, to establish a SPECIAL REVENUE fund for all PAYMENTS IN LIEU OF CONSTRUCTION APPROVED PURSUANT TO THE LAND DEVELOPMENT PROCEDURES MANUAL OR donations, including gifts and grants received by the City for use in furthering the goals of the fund, as well as all funds as may be appropriated from time to time by Council, for the general purpose of CAPITAL COSTS FOR CONSTRUCTION OF SIDEWALKS WITHIN THE CITY as described in Chapter 654, Part 1, Ordinance Code; APPROPRIATING $133,735.00 ($21,075.00 FROM PUBLIC WORKS S & D CAPITAL PROJECTS) AND ($112,660.00 FROM THE GENERAL FUND) TO THE SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION SPECIAL REVENUE FUND FOR CAPITAL COSTS RELATED TO THE CONSTRUCTION OF SIDEWALKS; PROVIDING THE PURPOSE FOR SAID TRANSFER; AMENDING SECTION 654.133 (REQUIRED IMPROVEMENTS: STREETS; CURBS AND GUTTERS; SIDEWALKS; AND BIKEWAY REQUIREMENTS, ORDINANCE CODE, TO PROVIDE REFERENCE TO THE SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION REVENUE FUND; PROVIDING FOR AMENDMENT TO THE LAND DEVELOPMENT PROCEDURES MANUAL CONSISTENT WITH THESE CHANGES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Creating a new Section 111.550 (Sidewalk Construction Revenue Fund), Part 5 (Public Works, Utilities and Infrastructure), Ordinance Code. Section 111.550, Ordinance Code, is hereby created to read as follows:

Chapter 111. Special Revenue and Trust Accounts.

Sec. 111.550. Sidewalk Construction Special Revenue Fund.
There is hereby created and established a Sidewalk Construction Special Revenue Fund into which shall be deposited and from which shall be expended all payments in lieu of construction approved pursuant to the Land Development Procedures Manual or donations, including gifts and grants received by the City for use in furthering the goals of this fund, as well as all funds as may be appropriated from time to time by Council, for the general purpose of capital costs related to the construction of sidewalks throughout the City, as described in Chapter 654, Part 1, Ordinance Code.  All funds deposited into this Special Revenue Fund, which shall include all interest earned or accrued, shall be the subject of a permanent and continuing appropriation that shall carry forward from year-to-year notwithstanding budget years. Private donations to the special revenue fund may be dedicated for the benefit of a specific neighborhood or location.  The Director of Finance is authorized to make disbursements from this Special Revenue Fund upon written request of the Director of Public Works in accordance with Chapter 654, Ordinance Code.

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 2 is to transfer the existing funds for sidewalk construction to the newly created Sidewalk Construction Special Revenue Fund and to return monies from fiscal year 2013/2014 which was swept from the Public Works fund for uses consistent with the Fund, namely the construction of new sidewalks consistent with the requirements of Section 654.133(c), Ordinance Code, and Section 2.2 of the Land Development Procedures Manual.

654.133 (Required improvements: streets; curbs and gutters; sidewalks; and bikeway requirements).  Section 654.133 (Required improvements: streets; curbs and gutters; sidewalks; and bikeway requirements), Chapter 654 (Code of Subdivision Regulations) Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

(c)
Sidewalks shall be provided in developments to provide safe pedestrian travel.  The following table outlines general sidewalk requirements.  Deviations from the general requirements may be granted by the Department.  The Department may require a transportation study to substantiate deviations from the general requirements.  Sidewalks shall be a minimum of four feet wide and shall be constructed in accordance with the Land Development Procedures Manual. Should the Development Services Division and the Planning and Development Department grant an applicant the option of depositing monies into the sidewalk fund referenced under the provisions of Section 2.2 of the Land Development Procedures Manual, the City shall deposit said funds into the Sidewalk Construction Special Revenue Fund created in Section 111.550, Ordinance Code. 
*  *  *
Section 5.   Land Development Procedures Manual Update.  To the extent that the Land Development Procedures Manual references the sidewalk fund, it shall be amended to reflect reference to the “Sidewalk Construction Special Revenue Fund.”  

Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
