Bill Summary: The ordinance amends Section 28.723 (Boating) and 23.724 (Swimming and Beach Activities), Chapter 28, (Parks, Recreation and Community Services), Ordinance Code, to allow for swimming  by authorized City permit; it amends Section 616.119 (Swimming Prohibited in St. Johns River Where Posted), Chapter 616 (Streets and Sidewalks), Ordinance Code, to allow for swimming by authorized City permit.
Background Information:  This legislation was designed for special events.  The Ordinance Code currently prohibits individuals from diving from City-owned docks, swimming in bodies of water on or around public parks, and swimming in the St. Johns River from City-owned property in certain areas designated by the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department.  Anyone wishing to swim in the river or other water bodies would have had to acquire an Ordinance Code waiver.  This ordinance would allow individuals to swim in the river or other water bodies with a City permit from the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department.
