An ordinance regarding the supervisor of elections (soe) office; appropriating $485,112.31 ($100,000.00 from Designated Contingency for the SOE and $385,112.31 FROM THE GENERAL FUND/General Service District FUND BALANCE) TO FUND THE GENERAL ELECTION IN MAY; RECOGNIZING THAT THE CITY WILL PURSUE STATE REIMBURSEMENTS FOR THE SPECIAL PRIMARY ELECTION IN DECEMBER 2014 AND SPECIAL GENERAL ELECTION IN FEBRUARY 2015; PROVIDING FOR A REVERTER OF UNUSED FUNDS TO THE GENERAL FUND; requiring approval of two-thirds of the council members present, pursuant to 106.215(b), ordinance code; providing an effective date  

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for the general election in May.  The Supervisor of Elections Office paid for the expenses of the Special Primary Election in December 2014 and the Special General Election in February 2015 ordered by the Governor as a result of a vacancy in the State House District 13 Office.  The Supervisor of Elections Offices intends to seek reimbursement from the State for the expenses of these special elections, but will not have the funds available for use in the May General election. This appropriation also includes the cost of advertising for 2 referenda for the May 19, 2015 general election.
Section 3.

Reverter.  The Supervisor of Elections will pursue reimbursement from the State for the Special Primary Election in December 2014 and the Special General Election in February 2015. Reimbursement is considered by the Legislature in the 2015 State Legislative Session. All reimbursements and any other savings effected in the election process shall revert to the General Fund.   

Section 4.

Section 106.215 (Supplemental appropriation and revenue reduction limitations), Ordinance Code, requiring two-thirds vote. Approval of this ordinance will require approval of two-thirds of the Council Members present in accordance with section 106.215(b), which requires that transfers from reserve have two-thirds vote. 
Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
