Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to provide funding for security cameras at Johnnie Walker Community Center, located at 2500 West 20th Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32209, and Hammond Park, located at 2142 Melson Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32254, both in Council District 9, and more particularly described in the Scope of Work attached hereto as Exhibit 1.   
Section 3.

Oversight Department.  The Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

Reverter.  Upon final disbursement of payments for the project herein described, should there be any remaining unused funds, the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department shall ensure that the unused funds return to the account of origin.

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Scope of Work:

Johnnie Walker Park:

1) Provide and install a wall mounted DVR cabinet in an existing office space, adjacent to the existing network switch
-Provide and install a rack-mounted 16-port TruVision DVR with 2 TB of storage
-Provide and install a rack-mounted 16-port camera power supply
-Connect the DVR to the customers existing network switch and program the customer provided IP address into
the recorder
-Add the cameras to the DVR programming and configure for motion recording at max resolution and 5 fps.

2) Provide and install in-ground PVC conduit to (3) poles and rigid surface mounted conduit on the exterior of each
pole to a height of 15' AFF.
-Provide and install a 6x6 junction box at the top of each pole. Provide and install a 6x6 junction box on the
building side of each conduit and a 1" sleeved penetration into the building.

3) Provide and install sufficient wiring for a total of (4) cameras on each pole

4} Provide and install (2) fixed bullet cameras with built in IR illuminators on each pole and focus and adjust each
camera with a City of Jacksonville representative for proper field of view.
-Provide and install power and video surge suppression for each camera

Hammond Park:
1) Provide and install a wall mounted DVR cabinet in an storage space
-Provide and install a rack-mounted 16-port TruVision DVR with 2 TB of storage
-Provide and install a rack-mounted 16-port camera power supply
-Site does not currently have a COJ network connection
-Add the cameras to the DVR programming and configure for motion recording at max resolution and 5 fps.
2) Provide and install in-ground PVC conduit to (4) poles and rigid surface mounted conduit on the exterior of each
pole to a height of 15' AFF.
-Provide and install a 6x6 junction box at the top of each pole. Provide and install a 6x6 junction box on the
building side of each conduit and a 1.5" sleeved penetration into the building.
3} Provide and install sufficient wiring for a total of (4) cameras on each pole
4} Provide and install (1) fixed bullet cameras with built in IR illuminator on each pole and focus and adjust each
camera with a City of Jacksonville representative for proper field of view.
-Provide and install power and video surge suppression for each camera
5) Provide and install {1) fixed dome camera within the concession stand for general observation and adjust the
camera with a City of Jacksonville representative for proper field of view.
-Provide and install camera video and power wiring
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
