ORDINANCE 2015-229-E
AN ORDINANCE REVISING SCHEDULE A-2, APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-466-e, IN ORDER TO TRANSFER FUNDS FORM ONE AGENCY PROVIDING CHILDREN’S PROGRAMS TO ANOTHER SUCH AGENCY SO AS TO ALLOW FOR THE SOLICITATION OF COMPETITIVE REQUESTS FOR PROPOSALS FROM AGENCIES TO BETTER ALIGN THE SERVICES TO MEET THE NEEDS OF CHILDREN; MAKING NO OTHER CHANGES TO ORDINANCE 2014-466-E; providing AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. 
Schedule A-2 revised.  Schedule A-2, approved by Ordinance 2014-466-E, is hereby revised as set forth in the Second Revised Schedule A-2, Public Service Grants, attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit 1. As required by Section 10.1 of the budget ordinance, the Jacksonville Children’s Commission (JCC) is not permitted to transfer funds from one agency providing children’s programs to another such agency without City Council approval. The Board of the JCC has approved plans to solicit competitive requests for proposals for child mental health services that will allow the JCC to better align the services to meet the needs of children and to develop a “proof of concept” hub for a Family Resource Center.

Section 2.

All other aspects of Ordinance 2014-466-E unchanged.

With the exception of Section 1 of this ordinance, in all other respects Ordinance 2014-466-E shall remain unchanged and in full force and effect. 

Section 4. 
Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
