AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 12.39( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 at 7275 old middleburg road south between hipps road and taylor field road (R.E. NO(s). 016321-0000) AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY mni investment, llc from residential rural-acre (rr-acre) DISTRICT TO residential low density-60 (rld-60) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; ACKNOWLEDGING A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN MNI INVESTMENT, LLC AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, MNI Investment, LLC, the owner of approximately 12.39+ acres located in Council District 12, at 7275 Old Middleburg Road South between Hipps Road and Taylor Field Road (R. E. No. 016321-0000) as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto, dated February 10, 2015 and incorporated herein by this reference (“Subject Property”), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of the Subject Property from Residential Rural-Acre (RR-ACRE) District to Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60)  MERGEFIELD ProposedZone District; and 

WHEREAS, MNI Investment, LLC (“MNI”) has recorded a Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) attached hereto as Exhibit 2 between MNI and the City of Jacksonville (“City”) regarding reserving a 22.5 foot strip of land parallel to Old Middleburg Road South.  Wherein, MNI acknowledges that at some point in the future, the City may widen Old Middleburg Road South and require the 22.5 foot strip for that purpose; and

WHEREAS, the MOU assures that MNI will not oppose the acquisition of the 22.5 foot strip; and

WHEREAS, MNI has agreed to create a separate real estate parcel consisting of the 22.5 foot strip that will not be developed and the subdivision has been redesigned to indicate this layout and is attached as Exhibit B to the MOU (Exhibit 2 of this Ordinance); and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has considered the application and has rendered an advisory recommendation; and 


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, acting as the local planning agency, has reviewed the application and made an advisory recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, taking into consideration the above recommendations and all other evidence entered into the record and testimony taken at the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning:  (1) is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Rural-Acre (RR-Acre) District to Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) District, as defined and classified under the Zoning Code, City of Jacksonville, Florida.


Section 2.

Owner and Description.  The Subject Property is owned by MNI Investment, LLC and is described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Eric J. Almond, Almond Engineering, P.A., 3609 Hendricks Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida 32207 (904) 306-0162.

Section 3.

Memorandum of Understanding. A Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) between MNI and the City has been recorded regarding the voluntary reservation from development of a 22.5 foot strip of land running along the frontage of the property adjacent to Old Middleburg Road South and is attached hereto as Exhibit “B”.

Section 4.

Disclaimer. The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.

Dear Mr. Huxford:

I am writing this letter as a formal Memorandum of Mutual Understanding between the City of
Jacksonville and MNI Investments (Land Owner & Rezoning Applicant for ORD 2015-243) RE# 016321-
0000 as described in Exhibit- A {Legal Description).

During the course of the conventional rezoning process, Councilman Doyle Carter became concerned of
the future widening of Old Middleburg Road and the potential of adverse financial impact to The City
with the proposed 32 iot subdivision layout.

At the request of Councilman Doyle Carter, Aimond Engineering redesigned the subdivision to
accommodate the future imminent domain taking of 22.5 feet across the frontage of Old Middleburg
Road. As a result, the subdivision lost 1 residential lot taking the proposed subdivision from the
originally proposed 32 lots to a current configuration of 31 lots.

As currently proposed, when the City of Jacksonville exercises its right of imminent domain, the taking of
the 22.5 feet along the frontage of Old Middleburg Road will not adversely create non-conforming lots
of record; after the taking the lots will have enough area to meet the RLD-60 zoning criteria. The
redesigned subdivision layout is attached as Exhibit —B to this memorandum.
