 LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2015-247:
(1) On page 1, line 21, after “PUD;” insert “PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S) AND MEMORANDUM;”; 
(2) On page 3, line 3½ insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:

“Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions and Memorandum. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions may only be amended through a rezoning.
(a) There shall be no stacking or storing of crates, palettes, boxes, or other materials on the retention pond side of the convenience store.

(b) There shall be no new parking spaces created on the new right-out, exit only access driveway.
(c) An average fifteen (15) foot wide undisturbed natural buffer shall be provided and maintained along the retention pond side of the proposed right-out, exit only turn lane provided, and no protected trees shall be removed within fifteen (15) feet of the curb of the turn lane, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

(d) The six foot high security fencing shall be extended to McCormick Road at the northwest corner of the PUD site and will be extended from the store/dumpster area to the lake on the east side of the PUD site. The purpose of this fence extension is to prevent to the extent practicable, pedestrian access to the lake from McCormick Road.

(e) Site of Previous Gas Station/Retail Uses.  Pursuant to Section III(K) of the PUD Written Description dated February 22, 2010, approved as part of Ordinance 2010-212-E, the Future Land Use Map of the Comprehensive Plan has been amended to place the previous gas station and retail use site (RE # 161228-0010, .99 acres; RE 161208-0010, .3 acres) in the Conservation (CSV) land use category. Also, structures on the previous gas station and retail use site were demolished, debris was been removed, and the site was been stabilized. On or before September 30, 2015, Gate and/or the JTA shall confirm the removal of all underground storage tanks, conduct environmental sampling, and provide the results of the same to the City, to determine if the previous gas station site and retail use site are in compliance with environmental regulations relating to state-funded petroleum product and dry cleaning solvent programs and that such sites may be used or developed by the City as greenscape/public/community use. Within thirty (30) days after being notified in writing that the City is satisfied with such determination, Gate and the JTA shall convey title to the previous gas station site and retail use site to the City of Jacksonville or its designee, at no cost to the City of Jacksonville. If the City is not satisfied with such determination for such sites but is satisfied with such determination as to a portion of the sites, Gate and the JTA shall convey title of whatever portion of the previous gas station site and retail use site for which the City is satisfied with such determination.  Upon conveyance of such portion of the site, Gate and the JTA have no further environmental sampling, cleanup or conveyance obligations to the City. This provision shall not disqualify Gate and/or the JTA from applying for tree mitigation credits for the conveyance of the site or portion thereof as permitted in the Section 656.1206 of the Ordinance Code, as amended by Ordinance 2005-1019-E.
(f) Gate shall install twenty-four (24) Wax Myrtle trees (a minimum of 4-6 foot in height with a 3 foot spread, 3-5 trunks, and Florida Fancy) to provide coverage in the existing gaps in the landscaping around the building.  Twelve (12) of these trees shall be around the southwest corner of the security fencing at the west side of the store, with the remaining 12 trees around and outside of the southeast corner of the store/dumpster area and extending to the lake, to screen that area generally, and specifically screen the dumpster area.
Additionally, the PUD shall be subject to the Florida Department of Transportation Memorandum, attached hereto as Exhibit 3, dated April 28, 2015 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.”; and
(3) Attach Exhibit 3.

(4) Renumber the remaining Section(s); and
(5) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
