ORDINANCE 2015-248-E
An ordinance DEAUTHORIZINg $47,473,445.66 FROM certain BETTER JACKSONVILLE PLAN projects BUDGETARY AUTHORIZATION and TRANSFERRING THAT AUTHORIZATION to A bjp COUNCIL RESERVES ACCOUNT; AMENDING THE 2015-2019 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-467-E TO DECREASE THE BUDGET AUTHORIZATION FOR THE DESIGNATED Better Jacksonville plan Projects; DIRECTING THE FINANCE DEPARTMENT TO REFLECT CHANGE IN FUNDING SOURCE FROM BETTER JACKSONVILLE PLAN TO LOCAL OPTION GAS TAX; Providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2005-898-E modified the Better Jacksonville Plan Road projects to establish a new priority and work project which was attached to 2005-898-E; and


WHEREAS, as part of 2005-898-E an analysis entitled the “Better Jacksonville Plan Rework and Just Cause Analysis” (said document is part of the legislative file for 2005-898-E) was conducted and a determination was made that “BJP was not envisioned to be the sole funding source for a project…”;


WHEREAS, the Interlocal Agreement, dated July 29, 2014, between the City of Jacksonville (“City”) and the Jacksonville Transportation Authority (“JTA”) now contemplates that proceeds from Local Option Gas Tax be used to pay for the completion of the Better Jacksonville Plan projects listed on Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Proj List, May 5, 2015 – Finance” rather than from the proceeds of the ½ Cent Discretionary Sales Tax as originally established under the Better Jacksonville Plan; and 


WHEREAS, this legislation reduces the budgetary authorization for the projects listed on Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Proj List, May 5, 2015 – Finance” to change the funding source from the ½ Cent Discretionary Sales Tax to the Local Option Gas Tax as approved in Ordinance 2013-820-E; and


WHEREAS, this change in funding source will allow the Better Jacksonville Plan to reflect a reduction in the budgetary authorization for those specified projects from the sales tax funding source and recognizing the Local Option Gas Tax funding source; now therefore


Section 1.

Deauthorizing appropriation.
For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby deauthorized the previously appropriated indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to deauthorize previous budgetary appropriation to various BJP projects more fully described on Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Proj List, May 5, 2015 – Finance”, and to transfer that appropriation to the appropriate Reserve account to prevent double budget authorization for projects to be completed by the JTA using the proceeds from the Local Option Gas Tax as contemplated in the Interlocal Agreement approved by Ordinance 2013-820-E. This BJP budgetary capacity shall be used solely to complete other previously authorized BJP projects, and shall not be available for JTA use on those projects as contemplated in the Interlocal Agreement.
Section 3. 
Directing the Finance Department to Reflect change in Funding Source. The Council hereby authorizes and directs the Finance Department to reflect the change of the funding source for those Better Jacksonville Plan projects as described in Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Revised Proj List, May 5, 2015 – Finance” attached hereto due to the projects being completed by the source of funds generated from the local option gas tax.
Section 4. 
CIP Amendment.  The Finance department shall utilize the summary attached reflecting the changes to the projects hereto as Exhibit 2, to modify the 2014-2015 CIP approved in ordinance 2014-467-E. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because Council has indicated its desire to have a full understanding of the status of the capital project funds and the accuracy of the information available to Council prior to the submission of the 2015-2016 budget for capital improvement so that it can fully appreciate what capital project funds are available for new capital improvements. Funds available and identified can be used by JTA for awaiting 2014-2015 projects. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
