AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $3,367,780.72 ($1,079,748.00 FROM DUVAL STATION OFFICE PARK- IMPROVEMENTS, $1,410,556.23 FROM YELLOW BLUFF ROAD IMPROVEMENTS AND $877,476.49 FROM MAIN STREET 4TH TO 12TH IMPROVEMENTS) TO A NEW DESIGN, PERMITTING AND PHASE I OF A CONSTRUCTION PROJECT CALLED IMESON PARK BLVD.- BUSCH TO HECKSCHER, ALL IN  FAIR SHARE SECTOR AREA 6.1, NORTH PLANNING DISTRICT, to provide fair share funding in sector 6.1; AMENDING PART 5 (PUBLIC WORKS, UTILITIES, AND INFRASTRUCTURE), CHAPTER 111, (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS), ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING SECTION 111.535 (FAIR SHARE SPECIFIC PROJECTS SPECIAL REVENUE FUND) TO ELIMINATE THE DUVAL STATION OFFICE PARK ACCOUNT AND AMENDING THE SUNSET PROVISIONS TO ALLOW FOR TRANSFER OF FUNDS FROM PROJECT NOT COMMENCED; PROVIDING FOR CARRYOVER TO 2015-2016 BUDGET YEAR; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT by the public works department; AMENDING THE 2015-2019 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-467-E TO ADD THE project ENTITLED “IMESON PARK BLVD.- BUSCH TO HECKSCHER” and decrease funding for projects entitled “Yellow Bluff Rd. Section 2.

Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2015-2016.

Section 3.

Repeal of the Duval Station Office Park Account and amending sunset provisions. Section 111.535, Part 5, Chapter 111, Ordinance Code, is hereby repealed, in part, to read as follows:


CHAPTER 111 SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS

PART 5.  PUBLIC WORKS, UTILITIES, AND INFRASTRUCTURE

Section 111.535  Fair Share Specific Projects Special Revenue Fund.  

(a) There is hereby created the Fair Share Specific Projects Special Revenue Fund which shall consist of the following accounts:

(10)
Duval Station Office Park (CCAS/CRC #44937).  All funds received by the City in connection with the Fair Share Assessment Contract approved by Ordinance 2006-862-E, for a project to be known as “Duval Station Office Park” shall be deposited into this account.  All sums placed into this account, including any accumulated interest, are automatically appropriated for improvements to Duval Station Road. The Council finds that improvements to Duval Station Road will address the impacts to the links identified in the Duval Station Office Park Fair Share Assessment Contract approved by Ordinance 2006-862-E.  

*  *  *

(d)  Sunset Provisions.  Upon completion of the improvements required pursuant to a Fair Share Assessment Contract and final disbursement of funds from the corresponding account listed in subsection (a), the Director of the Planning and Development Department shall certify the completion of the Fair Share Assessment Contract to the Department of Administration and Finance, Accounting Division.  After such certification, any funds remaining in any account, including any accumulated interest, shall be moved and automatically appropriated to the Sector account in the Fair Share Sector Areas Transportation Improvements Special Revenue Fund identified in the above referenced certification of completion. Additionally, after certification of completion is received by the Department of Administration, Accounting Division, the account listed in subsection (a) for the corresponding Fair Share Assessment Contract shall terminate at the end of the fiscal year in which the certification was received.  Notwithstanding the terms of this subsection, the Director of the Planning and Development Department shall certify the status of all Fair Share Assessment Contracts with corresponding accounts listed in subsection (a) to the Department of Administration and Finance, Accounting Division, every five years from the effective date of this subsection.

(1)  If the fair share assessment amount required to be paid pursuant to a Fair Share Assessment Contract and deposited into an account in subsection (a) exceeds the cost of completing all improvements described in the Fair Share Assessment Contract, then, upon final certification of the costs associated with the completed improvements and final acceptance of the improvements by the Director of Public Works, any funds remaining in the account, including any accumulated interest, shall be moved and automatically appropriated to the Sector account in the Fair Share Sector Areas Transportation Improvements Special Revenue Fund identified in the above referenced certification of completion.

 (2) If the fair share assessment amount required to be paid pursuant to a Fair Share Assessment Contract is less than the cost of completing all of the improvements, then, upon final certification of the costs associated with one or more of the improvements which may be completed with the funds, and final acceptance of such improvement(s) by the Director of Public Works, any funds remaining in the account, including any accumulated interest, shall be moved and automatically appropriated to the Sector account in the Fair Share Sector Areas Transportation Improvements Special Revenue Fund identified in the above referenced certification of completion. 

(3) If a fair share project corresponding to a Fair Share Specific Projects Special Revenue Fund listed herein is not initiated within a reasonable time and there are funds that have been deposited in an established account or circumstances have changed which would render the fair share project undesirable to the City or the applicant, any funds which have been deposited into the account, including any accumulated interest, shall be moved and automatically appropriated to the Sector account in the Fair Share Sector Areas Transportation Improvements Special Revenue Fund unless otherwise appropriated by Council for a specific roadway construction project in the same Fair Share Sector Area.

Section 4. 
Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation is to provide fair share funding within Sector 6.1 for a new road construction project consisting of design and permitting of Phase I and Phase II, and construction of Phase I, of the Imeson Park Boulevard improvements between Busch Drive and Heckscher Drive in North Jacksonville. The project is more fully described in the Project Summary attached hereto as Exhibit 1, and incorporated herein by this reference. The funds transferred are from a District 11 Autumn Bond account and fair share projects in Sector 6.1 which have been completed but have existing balances that can be used for other road construction projects or projects which were scheduled but not completed in Sector 6.1.
Section 5.

Oversight. The Mayor is requested to appoint the Public Works Department to oversee the construction and improvements.  

Section 6.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to add funding for the project entitled “Imeson Park Blvd.- Busch to Heckscher” and decrease funding for the projects entitled “Yellow Bluff Rd. Improvements”, “Main St. Improvements” and “Duval Station Office Park Improvements.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2, and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because the monies transferred from the completed fair share projects can be used immediately for design and permitting of this project and construction of Phase I can begin shortly thereafter. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.


Section 7.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The Project is located within Imeson Industrial Park, and funds the planning, design,
engineering, permitting, and Phase I construction of an undivided two (2) lane rural road with
five (5) foot paved shoulders between Busch Drive and Zoo Parkway. The new road will be
named Imeson Park Boulevard. The existing road by this name utilizes an abandoned taxiway of
the former Imeson Airport, and is located on private property. The project will facilitate the
construction of a City-standard road within City-owned right of way. Design/permitting costs
will include survey, geotechnical, civil design, and landscape architecture. No right of way will
need to be acquired, as the necessary property was deeded to the City for roadway purposes in
1968. Stormwater drainage will be to an existing permitted facility (Turner Pond). All required
utilities are in place. No sidewalks will be provided. Phase | construction will consist of
approximately 3,700 linear feet. Phase Il construction, from the Phase | terminus to Zoo
Parkway, will not be funded or commence until the completion of Phase 1.
