AN ORDINANCE TRANSFERRING $1,346,316.35 IN GRANT FUNDS PREVIOUSLY APPROPRIATED FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC DISASTER RECOVERY INITIATIVE FROM THE LOWER EASTSIDE PROJECT AND TOWN OF BALDWIN TO SUB-RECIPIENT JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY (“JHA”) FOR IMPROVEMENTS AT VARIOUS MULTI-FAMILY HOUSING FACILITIES IN ORDER TO MEET THE REVISED GRANT DEADLINE, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-065; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS INTO FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER A FIRST AMENDMENT TO THE LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE CITY AND JHA; AMENDING THE 2015-2019 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-467-E TO DECREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “LOWER EASTSIDE DRAINAGE – CDBG DISASTER RECOVERY IMPROVEMENTS”; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2015-2016.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to transfer grant funds previously appropriated from the Florida Department of Economic Disaster Recovery Initiative from the Lower Eastside Project and Town of Baldwin to sub-recipient Jacksonville Housing Authority (“JHA”) for improvements at various multi-family housing facilities in order to meet the revised grant deadline.

Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver a First Amendment to the Letter of Understanding between the City and JHA, in substantially the same form as has been attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to decrease funding for the project entitled “Lower Eastside Drainage – CDBG Disaster Recovery Improvements”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in the loss of grant funds. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.  
Section 5.

Oversight.

The Public Works Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

for improvernents at various Multi Family housing facilities in order to meet the revised grant deadline, initiate and execute a Letter of Understanding between the City and the JHA and authorize the Mayor to sign the agreements,
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FIRST AMENDMENT TO LETTER OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
CITY OF JACKSONVILLE
AND
THE JACKSONVILLE HOUSING AUTHORITY

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT to the Letter of Understanding is made and entered
into this _____ day of , 2015, between the JACKSONVILLE
HOUSING AUTHORITY (the “Recipient’) and the CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (the
“Grantor”) for the 2008 Disaster Recovery Program (the “Program”).

WHEREAS, on August 9, 2012, Recipient and Grantor entered into City of
Jacksonville Contract No. 7325-26 for the Program (the “LOU"); and

WHEREAS, from May 4, 2014, through the day and year first above written the
parties have worked together continuously and without interruption on the Program; and

WHEREAS, said LOU has not been amended previously; and

WHEREAS, the LOU should be amended by accepting, adopting, and ratifying
all actions of the parties under said LOU from May 4, 2014, through the day and year
first above written, by revising the Scope of Work by adding, attaching, and
incorporating a new Scope of Work as Exhibit “A-1", by extending the term of the LOU
to September 30, 2015, and by increasing the maximum indebtedness by
$1,346,316.35 to a total maximum indebtedness not to exceed $1,588,599.99, with all
other provisions, terms, and conditions of said LOU remaining unchanged; now
therefore

IN CONSIDERATION of the premises and of the mutual covenants contained
herein, the legal sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree
as follows:

1. The above-stated recitals are true and correct and are made a part hereof
and incorporated herein by this reference.

2. All actions of the parties under the provisions, terms, and conditions of
said LOU from May 4, 2014, through the day and year first above written are accepted,
adopted, and ratified. '

3. The second “WHEREAS” clause in said LOU is amended by revising the
Scope of Work by adding, attaching, and incorporating a new Scope of Work as
Exhibit “A-1” and by increasing the maximum indebtedness by $1,346,316.35 to a
total maximum indebtedness not to exceed $1,588,599.99,, and as amended shall read
as follows”
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“WHEREAS, in City of Jacksonville Ordinance 2012-422-E (the “Enabling
Ordinance”), the Council of the City of Jacksonville specified funding in the
amount of $1,588,599.99 to the Recipient for various projects as stated in the
Scope of Services (the “Services”), attached hereto as Exhibits “A” and “A-1"
and, by this reference, made a part hereof and incorporated herein; and.”

4. The sentence placed before Section I. of said LOU is amended by
extending the term of the LOU to September 30, 2015, and as amended shall read as
follows:

“This LOU will become effective upon its acceptance by the parties and shall
continue for forty (40) months, for the period beginning the 4th day of May, 2012,
and ending the 30" day of September, 2015.”

The title of Section 1 is amended by revising the Scope of Work by adding,
attaching, and incorporating a new Scope of Work as Exhibit “A-1", and as amended
shall read as follows

“I. SCOPE OF SERVICES - EXHIBITS ‘A’ and ‘A-1’

5. Section 4.01 of said LOU is amended by increasing the maximum
indebtedness by $1,346,316.35 to a total maximum indebtedness not to exceed
$1,588,599.99, and as amended shall read as follows:

“4.01. Grantee agrees to pay the Recipient ONE MILLION THREE HUNDRED
FORTY-SIX THOUSAND THREE HUNDRED SIXTEEN AND 35/100 USD
($1,346,316.35), which amount is the maximum indebtedness of Grantor
pursuant to this LOU.”

6. Section 4.02 of said LOU is amended by extending the term of the LOU to
September 30, 2015, and as amended shall read as follows:

“4.02. Grantor shall pay this amount over the period of this LOU, commencing
May 4, 2012, and ending September 30, 2015, to the Recipient for the Services
on a reimbursement basis and in accordance with the provisions of this LOU and
as set forth in Exhibits ‘A’ and ‘A-1’. In no event shall Grantor advance any of
such funds. The Recipient shall expend the funds solely and exclusively for the
Program described in this LOU. The Recipient shall not expend or otherwise use
any of the funds for any other purpose.”

7. The sentence immediately following Section Xl of said LOU is amended
by extending the term of the LOU to September 30, 2015, and as amended shall read
as follows:

“This LOU shall be effective upon its acceptance by all parties for the
period beginning the 4" day of May, 2012, and ending the 30th day of
September 30, 2014.”
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SAVE AND EXCEPT as expressly amended by this instrument, the provisions,
terms, and conditions of said LOU shall remain in full force and effect.

Scope of Work

Colonial Village — 9500 103rd Street, 32210- CD 12 with 12 buildings, 99 units with 54 VLI residents. This
property was built in 1985 and there have been no upgrades to the windows. During Tropical Storm
Fay, most if not all of the windows leaked and there was significant water clean-up around the windows.
The JHA caulked the windows, but due to the age of the windows, they continue to leak. If the windows
are not replaced the JHA will need to replace the wood around the windows. The windows also do not
meet current wind requirement. This project will stop all current leaks, replace any and all rotted wood,
and bring the apartment complex into current wind standards.

Riviera Apartments - 1700 Blanding Boulevard, 32210, CD 9 with 8 buildings, 137 units with 129 VLI
residents. This property was built in 1964 and 1966 there have been no upgrades to the windows.
During Tropical Storm Fay, most if not all of the windows leaked and there was significant water clean-
up around the windows. The JHA caulked the windows, but due to the age of the windows, they
continue to leak. If the windows are not replaced the JHA will need to replace the wood around the
windows. The windows also do not meet current wind requirement. This project will stop all current
leaks, replace any and all rotted wood, and bring the apartment complex into current wind standards.

Twin Towers — 617 West 44" Street, 32208, CD 7 with 2 buildings, 201 units with 198 VLI residents. This
project was constructed in 1970. There are two high-rises with 100 units in each high-rise. The exterior
concrete is spalling from water intrusion and the steel brackets holding the balconies on the building are
rusting. The JHA has been doing emergency repairs. During major storms, as seen in Tropical Storm Fay,
additional concrete is falling and causing the supports and railings on the baiconies to rust. An
engineering study has been completed and a plan to resolve these issues is in place, but the JHA does
not have the funds to start the project.

Centennial Tower — 230 East 1" Street, CD 7 with 1 building, 208 units with 202 VLI elderly residents.
This high-rise was built in 1978. The booster pump for water is original and has proven difficult to
restart after major power failures. Long time outages can leave this high rise without water for longer
than necessary. This was seen in Tropical Storm Fay. The system needs to be replaced and brought up
to current codes. This camplex services primarily elderly residents.
