Bill Summary: This ordinance regards Chapter 5 (Organization of Boards and Commissions); Amending Part 1 (Organization), Chapter 50 (Organization of Boards and Commissions) Ordinance Code, to provide for technical changes to Chapter 50, Part 1 and to create a new Section 50.109 (Ethics Training), Ordinance Code, requiring board and commission members to attend ethics training.
Background Information: This recommendation was also a recommendation from the City Council’s Task on Consolidated Government. The Ethics Commission has offered to provide ethics training for board and commission members on a routine basis so new members can be trained within six months of confirmation.
The Florida Legislature enacted legislation that requires State of Florida elected officials receive ethics training.  City Council Members and Council staff are provided periodic ethics training.
