An ordinance APPROPRIATING $1,859,000 by securing ADDITIONAL GRANT REVENUE FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) FOR THE ARTIST WALK EXTENSION PROJECT AND THE COLLEGE STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT AND REAPPROPRIATING EXISTING FUNDS FROM THE ARTIST WALK EXTENSION PROJECT TO FUND THE MAIN STREET BRIDGE RIVERWALK IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-060; PROVIDING A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2015-2016; approving and authorizing the MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER (1) THE CONSTRUCTION & MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT ADDENDUM, (2) SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT #1, AND (3) SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT #2,; AMENDING THE 2015-2019 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-467-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “COLLEGE STREET IMPROVEMENTS” AND “MAIN STREET BRIDGE RIVERWALK IMPROVEMENTS”, AND DECREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “NBRW – ARTIST WALK EXTENSION”; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to secure additional grant revenue from the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for the Artist Walk Extension Project and the College Street Improvement Project and to reappropriate existing funds from the Artist Walk Extension Project to fund the Main Street Bridge Riverwalk Improvements Project. Receipt of the FDOT funding is contingent upon the City’s setting up a $1,000,000 project for the Main Street Bridge Riverwalk Improvements, including development of a restroom storage facility and other amenities to improve the Riverwalk area near the Main Street Bridge. FDOT is replacing those funds with $1,000,000 for the Artist Walk Extension Project, together with $200,000 for College Street improvements to support, among other things, landscape, hardscape, and parking improvements in the vicinity of College Street and I-95. In a separate amendment, FDOT is reducing the original Reimbursement Agreement by $341,000 to fund tasks it will construct, resulting in a net increase in FDOT funds in the amount of $659,000 by way of two supplemental agreements, with a net decrease in project funds in the amount of $1,000,000. In addition, the Construction & Maintenance Addendum will reflect modifications to the Artist Walk Extension Project.    

Section 3.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to fiscal year 2015-2016.

Section 4.

Execution authorized.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver: (i) the Construction & Maintenance Agreement Addendum, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference; (ii) Supplemental Agreement #1, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference; and, (iii) Supplemental Agreement #2, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 4.
CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the projects entitled “College Street Improvements” and “Main Street Bridge Riverwalk Improvements” and decrease funding for the project entitled “NBRW – Artist Walk Extension”. The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 5 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in the loss of grant funds. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 5.

CONSTRUCTION & MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT ADDENDUM

THIS CONSTRUCTION & MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT ADDENDUM ("Addendum") is made
and entered into by and between the State of Florida Department of Transportation (“Department”) and the
City of Jacksonville (“City”).

D. The City shall submit one (1) signed and sealed copies of the Modified Plans and Specs to the
Department for the Department’s review and approval; and

E. Upon written approvél of the Modified Plans and Specs by the Department, the Modified Plans
and Specs shall be incorporated into the Agreement; and

F. The Madified Plans and Specs shall be the Improvements; and

G. The City shall design, construct, operate, and maintain the Improvements in accordance with
the Agreement; and

H. By Ordinance No. dated , the City authorized its
representative to execute and enter this Addendum on behalf of the City, see Exhibit “1” hereto; and

I. Given the mutual obligations provided for in this Addendum, the Department is amenable to the
City's request; and

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing recitals and the mutual covenants and
conditions set forth in this Addendum, the parties, intending to be legally bound hereby, acknowledge,
covenant and agree as follows:
