ORDINANCE 2015-281 
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 29 acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11 ALONG SHARK ROAD WEST, BETWEEN SHARK ROAD AND FLOUNDER ROAD (32 SEPARATE R.E numbers AND VARIOUS OWNERS LISTED BELOW), FROM planned unit development (PUD) DISTRICT (R-88-11) TO rURAL reSIDENTIAL - ACRE (RR-ACRE) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,  an application to rezone and reclassify from Planned Unit Development(PUD) District (R-88-11) to Rural Residential – Acre (RR-Acre)  District was filed by City of Jacksonville on behalf of the owners of 32 parcels, encompassing approximately 30 acres, located in Council District 11 along Shark Road West, between Shark Road and Flounder Road (R.E. Numbers 159702-1345, 159702-1330, 159702-1320, 159702-1310, 159702-1300, 159702-1290, 159702-1280, 159702-1270, 159702-1260, 159702-1250, 159702-1240, 159702-1230, 159702-1220, 159702-1210, 159702-1200, 159702-1180, 159702-1170, 159702-1160, 159702-1150, 159702-1140, 159702-1130, 159702-1120, 159702-1110, 159702-1100, 159702-1090, 159702-1080, 159702-1070, 159702-1060, 159702-1050, 159702-1040, 159702-1025, 159700-0500), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property); and

WHEREAS,
Ordinance 1988-11-141 rezoned the Subject Property from Open Rural (OR) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, but the area has continued to develop in a rural pattern and the 
landowners wish to be regulated pursuant to Rural Residential – Acre criteria as is the property across the street; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is approximately 29 acres of land (R.E. Numbers as listed above) and is located in Council District 11 at Shark Road West between Flounder Road and Shark Road, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference.  The Subject Property hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District to Rural Residential – Acre (RR-Acre) District. 

Section 2.
