AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE DEVELOPMENT ORDER FOR THE NOCATEE DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT (DRI), ORIGINALLY APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2001-13-E AND AMENDED BY ORDINANCES 2006-262-E,  2007-768-E, 2009-189-E, 2009-765-E AND 2012-73-E; SPECIFICALLY AMENDING THE DEVELOPMENT ORDER OF A PREVIOUSLY APPROVED DEVELOPMENT OF REGIONAL IMPACT, PURSUANT TO THE NOTIFICATION OF A PROPOSED CHANGE (“NOPC”) DATED MARCH 13, 2015, FILED BY PAUL M. HARDEN ON BEHALF OF SONOC COMPANY, LLC, WHICH CHANGES ELEMENTS IN BOTH JACKSONVILLE AND ST. JOHNS COUNTY, AND IDENTIFIES AND ADDS AN EXISTING ACCESS FROM TOWN CENTER NORTH TO ADJACENT PROPERTIES, MODIFIES THE CONVERSION TABLE LAND USES TO INCREASE THE MAXIMUM ALLOWABLE RETAIL TO 300,000 S.F., DECREASE THE MINIMUM ALLOWABLE OFFICE TO 75,000 S.F., DECREASE THE MINIMUM ALLOWABLE SINGLE FAMILY TO 770 UNITS, DECREASE THE MINIMUM ALLOWABLE MULTI-FAMILY TO 90 UNITS, AND  MODIFIES THE TIMING AND AMOUNT OF RECREATION AND OPEN SPACE TO BE PROVIDED CONSISTENT WITH THE 2030 COMPREHENSIVE PLAN, CHANGES THE TIMING OF CONVEYANCE OF A SCHOOL SITE, AND PROVIDES THAT WETLAND IMPACTS ASSOCIATED WITH CERTAIN REQUIRED TRANSPORTATION CONSTRUCTION SHALL NOT BE COUNTED IN THE 562 ACRE WETLAND IMPACT LIMITATION; FINDING THAT THESE CHANGES DO NOT CONSTITUTE A SUBSTANTIAL DEVIATION FROM THE ORIGINALLY APPROVED NOCATEE DRI DEVELOPMENT ORDER, AS AMENDED; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

WHEREAS, the Council adopted the Nocatee DRI Development Order by Ordinance 2001-13-E, as amended by Ordinance 2006-262-E, Ordinance 2007-768-E, Ordinance 2009-189-E, Ordinance 2009-765-E and Ordinance 2012-73-E; and

WHEREAS,
SONOC Company, LLC, has submitted an NOPC, dated March 13, 2015, to the City requesting certain changes to the Nocatee DRI Development Order; and


WHEREAS, the NOPC has been submitted to the appropriate state and local land planning agencies and has been reviewed by the City’s Planning and Development Department; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has submitted recommendations regarding the proposed changes to the Nocatee DRI Development Order; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee has reviewed the NOPC and made its recommendation to Council; and

WHEREAS, the Northeast Florida Regional Council found that the proposed changes do not result in any additional adverse regional impacts and do not constitute a substantial deviation from the originally approved DRI Development Order; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing was properly noticed and held by the Council pursuant to Section 380.06, Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, after such public hearing and in consideration of the recommendations submitted to the Council, the Council has made certain findings and determinations; now, therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

The Development Order for the Nocatee DRI is hereby amended to incorporate the proposed changes and modifications contained in the NOPC dated March 13, 2015, on file with the City Council Legislative Services Division.
Section 2.

The Council hereby finds and determines that the changes and modifications set forth in the NOPC dated March 13, 2015, do not constitute a substantial deviation as defined in Section 380.06(19), Florida Statutes.

Section 3.
