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ORDINANCE 2015-286-W
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE TO APPLY TO THE U. S. DEPARTMENT OF HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT FOR A SECTION 108 LOAN, AS AUTHORIZED UNDER THE FEDERAL COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) PROGRAM REGULATIONS AT 24 CFR 570, IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $6,000,000.00.; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Authorizing application for Section 108 loan.
The City of Jacksonville is hereby authorized to apply to the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development for a Section 108 loan, as authorized under the federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program regulations at 24 CFR 570, in an amount not to exceed $6,000,000.00. The annual debt service payments will be made from future CDBG program allocations. A copy of the application is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 2.

Purpose.
The loan will be used to study, design, and construct an infrastructure project on Helena Street in District 8 in northwest Jacksonville. The area will be evaluated for expansion of sewage infrastructure. Expansion of JEA infrastructure in the area will enable the removal of septic tanks and improve water quality in neighboring water bodies.

Section 3.

Oversight.

The Planning and Development Department shall oversee the project described herein.


Section 4.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

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The Applicant [570.702(a)]

The City of Jacksonville, an entitlement public entity, is a consolidated city and county
government, the only consolidated local government in the state of Florida and one of only a few
in the nation. Consolidation of Jacksonville and Duval County occurred in 1968. The City of
Jacksonville provides county services to all of Duval County and is the municipal services
provider for 95% of Duval County as well. The three (3) municipalities that complete Duval
County are of Atlantic Beach, Neptune Beach, and Jacksonville Beach. However, they have
chosen to retain their autonomy and, thus, are separate urban services districts. Interlocal
agreements with the independent municipalities as deve[opéd""by HUD serve as a contract
between the City of Jacksonville and those municipalities The interlocal agreement also governs
the use of the federal funds these municipalities recerve from the C1ty of Jacksonville.

With more than 7,000 City employees (including’ const1tut10nal ofﬁcer operations), the City of
Jacksonville demands a leadership structure ;hat not only promotee -quality and responsive
service, but one that permeates, involves and is accessible to all staff levels. The Mayor is the
Chief Executive Office of Jacksonville's local: govemmenr The Mayor appomts a Chief
Administrative Officer, department directors and - lelSlOl'.l chiefs who p1lot ‘his goals and
initiatives throughout City government :‘"There are also ﬁve constitutional officers elected
countywide: Tax Collector, Property Apprmser;\CIerk of. the Circuit Court, Sheriff and the
Supervisor of Electrons These ﬁve ofﬁcers‘\mamtam“ high degree of operational autonomy.

The City of Jacksonville’ (the “Crty”) seeks 10" estabhsh funding not to exceed $6 million under
the Section 108 Loan Guarantee Program adrmmstered by the U S. Department of Housmg and

Project Descnp\,{ n
These funds, if apprgyed, will tilized to install a gravity sanitary sewer system for the Helena

Street corridor. Installation oficentral sanitary sewer will facilitate the removal of existing
individual onsite sewage: dsal systems (septic tanks). As portions of the Helena Street
corridor are located within éﬁseptic tank failure area the availability of central sewer will improve
the quality of life within the corridor. In addition, the installation of gravity sanitary sewer within
this corridor will serve as a backbone for needed future expansions of gravity sewer within the
"entire neighborhood.

The Helena Street corridor currently is a mix of residential, commercial, institutional and vacant
properties. There is limited potable water with little fire service protection. The roadway is a
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rural] section with roadside drainage swales and ditches. The need for infrastructure in the project
area is discussed as part of the 45™ and Moncrief Neighborhood Action Plan.

The project area is located in Census Tract 115.00. The most recent census shows that

The gravity. sewer system for Helena StreeLwas co) eptually laid out with the benefit of existing
City of J. acksonvrlle L]DAR elevanon data and the COJ Property Appraiser’s database. Current
JEA standards allow for seWer rnanholes with & maximum depth of 12 feet and a minimum depth
of 3’ for- manholes located in. paved areas. Using the existing topography and JEA max/min
depths a system&onﬁguratron was determmed Manholes were located at each intersection to
facilitate future:. samtary sewer expansron The approximate location of a lift station was
determined to be near t.he mtersectlon of Helena Street and Smyrna Street.

In coordination with JEA.__Water.-and Sewer Planning a conceptual peak flow rate was determined
based on the current land use and estimated populations of the corridor. These peak flow rates
were also projected to future 2035 peak rates. JEA provided a connection point into the existing
JEA system. The connection point is a lift station located 4,800 LF from the project site at the
intersection of Spring Grove Avenue and 44" Street West. In order to connect to the offsite lift

station a 4" force main is proposed from the Helena Street lift station to the connection point.
