The closure will allow the applicant to create a safer driveway and additional parking for business. The portion of the right-of-way was established in Woodstock Park, Plat Book 3, Page 83, dated June 17, 1910. The applicant has paid the closure application processing fee. There are no objections from any parties which may have interests in right-of-way; however, City of Jacksonville and JEA reserve rights over the closed portion of the right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities.
