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RESOLUTION 2015-295-A
A RESOLUTION URGING THE MAYOR AND THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT, IN COOPERATION WITH THE DISTRICT COUNCIL MEMBER, TO PARTICIPATE IN THE NORTHWEST CPAC AND THE URBAN CORE CPAC TWICE A YEAR (PREFERABLY IN THE SPRING AND FALL) AND PROVIDE A PROGRESS REPORT OF THE RESPECTIVE DRAINAGE PROJECTS IN THE NEIGHBORHOODS UNTIL EACH PROJECT IS COMPLETED; DIRECTING THE CHIEF OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO FORWARD THIS RESOLUTION TO THE NORTHWEST CPAC AND THE URBAN CORE CPAC; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, drainage and other infrastructure improvements in the core City have been long neglected, since prior to consolidation, which occurred on October 1, 1968; and
WHEREAS, all of these communities were developed prior to consolidation, and prior to the subdivision regulations, which require that all infrastructure improvements be completed as a condition precedent to the construction of any homes; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of the communities have been promised time and time again that infrastructure improvements were in the plans; and 

WHEREAS, in past years, drainage studies have been completed in the areas, but those studies have become outdated, before funding could be secured to even begin the projects; and
WHEREAS, many of the residents have endured the open ditches, flooded streets, a lack of sidewalks, inadequate fire hydrants, coupled in a declining and aging population, and with very little new construction or rehabilitation of existing structures and no infrastructure development as promised, planned and designed; now therefore
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The Mayor and the Public Works Department Urged to hold Community Meetings regarding Certain Drainage Projects.  The Council of the City of Jacksonville hereby urges the Mayor and the Public Works Department, in cooperation with the District Council Member, to participate in the Northwest CPAC and the Urban Core CPAC meetings twice a year (preferably in the spring and fall) to update and provide a progress report of the respective drainage projects in each neighborhood, until each project is completed. The Council further urges the Mayor and the Public Works Department to notify the Communities at least 60 days in advance of a meeting. A list of meeting locations and times is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Directing Dissemination of Resolution.  Directing the Chief of Legislative Services to forward this resolution to the Northwest CPAC and the Urban Core CPAC.
