Presentations - Ron Tittle, Public Information Office, Florida Department of Transportation
(FDOT), reviewed a number of large FDOT projects in the Southeast District. There were a
number of photos of the various projects throughout the district. Mr. Tittle touched on the
challenging need to project what the roadway needs will be in the future. It was stated
that FDOT and NFTPO are planning for 6 million more Floridians by 2030, with nearly 100
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million annual visitors; this makes Florida’s transportation infrastructure quite a challenge.
Specifically, how will Florida’s fransportation systems manage this growth and what impact
will changes in fransportation have on famiilies, businesses and communities. Mr. Tittle
stated that nearly every corridor of our district is under construction.

JAXPORT approved an expanded, long-term lease with Crowley Liner Services. Under the
agreement, Crowley will relocate its Puerto Rican service from its private terminal along
Jacksonville's harbor to JAXPORT's Talleyrand marine terminal and expand its current
leasehold in preparation for deployment of the company's two new LNG-powered
Commitment-Class ships, the company said in a statement.

The new facilities lease agreement becomes effective on Jan. 1, 2017, for a term of 20 years
plus two 10-year mutual renewal options, and calls for Crowley's current 12-acre Talleyrand
leasehold 1o be expanded to 50 acres.

The Jacksonville Port Authority has pledged almost $18 million in incentives for Volkswagen
Group of America to import ifs vehicles through Jacksonville, according to the agreement
between the port and the company. To help with the project, the state has agreed to
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provide $16 million for capital infrastructure improvements — including at least $4 million in the
2015/16 fiscal year — "to directly support this new business and to build additional capacity to
support Jaxport's growing business." Volkswagen expects to import about 568,000 VWs, Audis,
Bentley, Bugattis, Lamborghinis and possibly Porsches during the five-year contract.

The Jacksonville Aviation Authority announced that Jacksonvilie International Airport (JAX)
ranked Third in the Best Airport by Region: North America category of the Airports Council
International’s (ACI's) 2014 Airport Service Quality (ASQ) Awards. 2014's 3rd place ranking is
the best placement since the JAA began participating in the survey program in 2008.

As the industry's most comprehensive passenger service benchmarking tool, the ACI ASQ
Survey has reliably captured passengers' immediate appraisal from check-in through
departure at the gate at more than 300 airports worldwide. These awards represent
passengers’ views on 34 key service indicators and are an objective and accurate indicator of
the top worldwide performing airports with regard to passenger service.

Announced to the CPAC, that he will be resigning as the SE CPAC TRUE Commission
represenfative due to his new role as City Council member. A motion was made by George
Banks that nominated Ralph Hodges as the new SE CPAC TRUE Commission Chair; the motion
was seconded by Ernst Cornehl. The CPAC voted unanimously to nominate Ralph Hodges as
the new TRUE Commission representative.

Becton aiso informed the group that the TRUE Commission has been following a number of
issues for the past year. The Commission has been particularly interested in the Northwest
Economic Development Trust Fund. This is a $25 million fund that got into bad shape and was
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shut down. At the last meeting it became apparent that 2 grants have popped up related to
this trust fund. One of the grants is 2015-14 for No More Homeless Pets for the amount of
$583,587: $400 thousand was a loan and $183 thousand was a grant. The TRUE Commission
recommended denial. The other was for a Church's Chicken and the TRUE Commission did
approve this grant. The TRUE Commission would like to have the person that is now responsible
for this fund to come and speak to them and provide an update on the fund.
