Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 above is to transfer projects from Public Works (Bay Street Town Center, Urban Core Retail and Housing Development, La Villa Project to the Downtown Investment Authority) and to transfer projects from Parks and Recreation (Treaty Oak Park Master Plan and Treaty Oak Park improvements) to Downtown Investment Authority and to consolidate projects LaVilla Redevelopment II Countywide Economic Development II and Countywide hardscaping to Downtown Investment Authority Downtown Economic Development Fund.
