Section 2.

Purpose. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide $105,595 of funding from the Neighborhood Enhancement Trust Fund, Section 111.925, Ordinance Code, for reconstruction of athletic fields at Ed Austin Regional Park, located at 11751 McCormick Road, Jacksonville, Florida 32225. The reconstruction of athletic fields as more particularly described in Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev Proj Description, May 19, 2015 – Finance” attached hereto.  
Section 3.

Carryover. The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover to subsequent fiscal years.

Section 4.

Oversight Department. The Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 5.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the project entitled “Ed Austin Regional Park”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral reduces the amount of recreational opportunities for the citizens of Jacksonville. Due to high use and limited resources, the conditions of the soccer fields at Ed Austin Park have deteriorated in recent years, and the irrigation system at the site is in poor condition and frequently fails, preventing proper irrigation of the fields. Additionally, the deferral will increase the amount of maintenance requests if delayed. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E. In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Ed Austin Regional Park Soccer Field Improvement Funding Request
April 24, 2015

Request

The Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department respectfully requests funding in the
amount of $105,595 to improve the soccer fields and replace the irrigation system at Ed Austin
Regional Park.

Background

Due to high use and limited resources, the conditions of the soccer fields at Ed Austin have
deteriorated in recent years. The irrigation system at the site is in poor condition and frequently
fails, preventing proper irrigation of the fields.

Project Description
Provide and install sprigging, using machine planting method at a rate of 800 bushels of
Bermuda per acre for 4 soccer fields (areas 3, 4, 5) totaling 212,800 sq. feet \ 4.88 acres

Provide and install Bermuda sod for 2 soccer fields (areas 1 & 2) totaling 149,600 square feet
(3.44 acres).

Install a new irrigation system.

The project will be a phased approach allowing us to keep an open play field area open
(approx. 1.11 acres) to the public during the maintenance period which will be fenced off. We
will notify the public in advance of the closure via signage and direct them to the open play
area for use during the time period. We aim to maximize the timeframe of the peak growing
season (May-August) for resting the fields, proper sod establishment, and sprig grow-in.
