“Section 4.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.
(a) There shall be no truck access or egress along Morgan Street.

(b) Owner shall maintain a six foot tall fence along Morgan Street of material acceptable to the Planning and Development Department. The existing chain link fence with visual screening material of at least 50 percent opacity and barb wire removed (per Section 616.103), along with the existing wood fence as currently installed, is acceptable to the Department.

(c) Owner shall provide one tree per 25 linear feet (40 feet maximum spacing) along Morgan Street consisting of trees having ascending form, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department. Existing trees may count toward this requirement.

(d) Owner shall bring property into compliance with the landscape buffer screening requirements of Part 12 of the Zoning Code along all public right-of-way. Existing plant material, and materials required by conditions 2 and 3 above, will be credited toward this requirement.”; and
(6) Strike Exhibit 3 and attach Revised Exhibit 3.

(7) Attach Exhibit 5.

(8) Renumber the remaining Section(s); and
(9) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.

DESCRIPTION OF PLANS

Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 1.16 acres to Planned Unit Development (PUD) to allow for
the development of a project known as the EMT Beaver Street PUD. The property shall allow for
commercial and residential uses. The property is located on the South side of Morgan Street between
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Tyler Street and Acorn Street and bordered on the South by Beaver Street, as well as, the .28 acre parcel
of land on the corner of Morgan Street and Tyler Street.

Iv. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT USE RESTRICTIONS

The site shall be developed for commercial uses consistent with the current CCG-2 zoning category and
also be developed pursuant to the conceptual site plan.

A. PERMITTED USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The existing Comprehensive Plan designation for this property is MDR (Parcel 075858-0000 is
designated CGC). The current zoning is RMD-A (Parcel 075858-0000 is designated CCG-2). Concurrent
with this application is an application for a small scale amendment to the FLUM to designate parcels
075870-0000, 075859-0000 and 075847-0000 as CGC on the Future Land Use Map. The purpose of the
application for PUD approval is to allow for a use of the property that is consistent with the CGC
category of the 2030 Comprehensive plan.

1. Permitted Uses

2. Minimum Lot and Building Reguirements

The site center shall be subject to the minimum lot requirements, lot coverage, yard requirements and
height restrictions of the CCG-2 zoning for commercial uses and the minimum lot requirements, lot
coverage, yard requirements and height restrictions of the RMD-C zoning for residential uses.

3. Parking Requirements

Parking and loading requirements of the City of Jacksonville, as set forth in the current Zoning Code for
the CCG-2 Zoning District for commercial uses and RMD-C Zoning District for residential uses.

4, Access, Internal and External Road Activities

Access, internal and external road activities and other traffic approvals shall be subject to the City of
Jacksonville through the subdivision permitting and site review permitting processes. The final design of
the access locations, internal and external road activities and traffic matters shall be subject to the review
and approval of the Planning Department at the time of site plan approval.

B. DEVELOPMENT STANDARDS

The requirements of the City of Jacksonville Code 656 Part 12 shall not apply to the site as now
developed.

2. Signage

The number, location, height and size of signage on the property, shall be in accordance with the Sign
Ordinance of the City of Jacksonville for the current CCG-2 Zoning District; however, all existing on and
off site signs shall be allowed and may be replaced with a sign of like size and design.

D. SUCCESSORS IN TITLE

All successors in title to the property, or any portion of the property, shall be bound to the conditions of
this PUD.
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E. External Compatibility

1. Uses on or Near the Perimeter of the PUD

The zoning of the adjoining lands to the east is CCG-2, to the south is IL, to the west is RMD-A, CRO
and IM and to north, is RMD-A. The general area is developed into industrial and commercial uses. No
buffers between existing adjoining uses shall be required.

F. INTENSITY OF DEVELOPMENT

1. The proposed PUD is primarily a commercial site as presently constructed with the exception of
parcel 075847-0000, which is used for multi-family.

2. Availability of Utility Services

All utilities are available for the proposed PUD.

3. Access to and Suitability of Transportation Arteries

The proposed PUD is located on Morgan Street and has convenient access to Beaver Street and [-95.
