AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 4.96+ ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 14 AT 5322 CATOMA STREET BETWEEN 103RD STREET AND 101ST STREET (R.E NO(S) 103089-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY LINDA LEE RICKER, FROM RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-D (RMD-D) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT OUTDOOR STORGAGE FOR RVS, BOATS, AND TRAILERS AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE FIRST COAST STORAGE PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2015C-007; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S); pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE REZONING granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2015C-007 and companion land use Ordinance 2015-316; and
WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2015C-007, an application to rezone and reclassify from Residential Medium Density-D (RMD-D) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District was filed by Dan C. Boswell, on behalf of Linda Lee Ricker, the owner of approximately 4.96( acres of certain real property in Council District 14, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and
WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description. The approximately 4.96( acres of land (R.E. NO(S). 103089-0000) is located in Council District 14 at 5322 Catoma Street between 103rd Street and 101st Street, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, dated March 22, 2015 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Linda Lee Ricker, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Dan C. Boswell, 4014 Ranie Road, Jacksonville, Florida, 32218; (904) 476-7993.
Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2015C-007, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Medium Density-D (RMD-D) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the revised written description attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3 and dated July 10, 2015 and the approved site plan, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and dated April 13, 2015, for the First Coast Storage PUD and the Development Services Memorandum, attached hereto as Exhibit 5, dated May 26, 2015 or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department. The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally permit outdoor storage for RVs, boats, and trailers.
Section 4.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(a)
Permitted use shall include open storage for boats, trailers (both recreational and commercial) and RVs and commercial uses in the RMD Zoning Districts.

(b)
A 6’ 0” high fence, 100% opaque shall be installed and maintained adjacent to residential zoning districts.

(c)
A six (6) foot high, 100% opaque fence shall be installed and maintained along the north and west property lines.

(d)
One evergreen tree, minimum two (2) inches in caliper, spaced every twenty-five (25) linear feet along the north and west property lines and within the ten (10) foot wide landscape buffer, shall be installed and maintained.

(e)
One (1) residential unit may be provided on site for security.
Section 5.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 6.

Disclaimer. 
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.
Section 7.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

1il. STATEMENTS

A. How does the proposed PUD differ from the usual application of the

Zoning Code?

Proposed use for the site as outdoor storage for boats, RVs and
trailers is a more typically allowed use in CCG-2. However, many of
the allowable uses in CCG-2 would be less desirable for a site
which adjoins various residential uses. Thus, the application for
PUD would be more desirable and more restrictive for other uses
found in CCG-2,

The PUD refiects an increasing need in developing areas where
new subdivisions have restrictions against boats, RVs, and trailers
(both personal and commercial) being stored on a home site. This
site's location and proximity to an adjoining storage facility (Public
Storage) would meet those community needs.

Describe the intent for the continued operation and maintenance of

The intent is to provide outdoor storage for boats, RVs, and trailers
(both personal and commercial) which would be maintained by the
property owner/developer and would not necessitate any provision
of public services over and above normal day-to-day City-provided
services.

D. Permitted Accessory Uses and Structures:

Portable building to be allowed for security, office use, and site
maintenance equipment and materials (Maximum size to be 12 feet
by 40 feet).

E. Restrictions on uses: None beyond what has been stated.
DESIGN GUIDELINES

A. Lot Requirements:

1) Minimum lot area: None except as otherwise required for
certain uses.

2) Minimum lot width: None except as otherwise required for
certain uses.

3) Minimum lot coverage: None except as otherwise required for
certain uses. :

4) Minimum front yard: None except as otherwise required for
certain uses.

5) Minimum side yard: None except where the lot is adjacent to
a residential district without an intervening street, a minimum
side yard of 10 feet shall be provided along private property
lines adjoining the residential district. No improvements other
than landscaping, and a fence (100% opaque), shall be
installed and maintained adjacent to residential zoning
districts.

6) Minimum rear yard: Ten feet. Where the lot is adjacent to a
residential district without an intervening street a minimum of
10 feet shall be provided along private property lines adjoining
the residential district. No improvements other than
landscaping, and a fence (100% opaque), shall be instalied
and maintained adjacent to residential zoning districts.

7) Maximum height of structures: Twenty feet.

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:
1) Parking Requirements: The parking requirements for this

development shall be consistent with the requirements of Part
6 of the Zoning Code.

2) Vehicular Access:

a. Vehicular access to the property shail be by way of Catoma
Street, substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location
of all access points is subject to the review and approval of the
Development Services Division.

b. Wthin the Property, internal access shall be provided by
reciprocai easements for ingress and egress among the
driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if ownership or
occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one
person or entity.

3) Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in
accordance with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs:

1) One (1) double-faced or two (2) single-faced signs not to
exceed 32 square feet in area and 24 feet in height.

a. One (1) street frontage sign, not to exceed one (1) square foot
for each linear foot of street frontage, to a maximum size of two
hundred (200) square feet in area for every two hundred (200)
linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is permitted
provided such signs are located no closer than two hundred (200)
feet apart, as provided in the Zoning Code. Such freestanding
signs shall be of a monument style or as otherwise approved by
the Planning and Development Department, not to exceed 24 feet
in height.

b. Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square
footage of the occupancy frontage of the buiiding abutting a
public right-of-way are permitted.

c. Directional signs shall not exceed 4 square feet in area and 4
feet in height.

Landscaping

The Property shail be developed in accordance with Part 12
Landscape Regulations of the Zoning Code.

The proposed landscaping buffer along the western and northern
property lines shall commence inside the fencing along the property
line for a distance of ten feet in depth. The proposed landscaping
buffer along the eastern property side will be from the right-of-way
line of Catoma Street westward 10 feet to the proposed property's
fence (except at the indicated site entry point from Catoma Street
which is shown on the site plan).

No single family lots are proposed in the PUD.
