Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Purpose.  The purpose of this ordinance is to approve the Jacksonville/Duval County Affordable Housing Assistance Program Local Housing Assistance Plan for fiscal years 2015-2016, 2016-2017, and 2017-2018 (the “Plan”) implementing affordable housing programs.  The Plan is required by § 420.9075, Florida Statutes, and by 67-37.005, Florida Administrative Code, for the City’s receipt and distribution of State Housing Initiatives Partnership (“SHIP”) funds from the State of Florida according to the requirements of law and was approved by the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission (the “Commission”) at a special meeting on February 25, 2015. A copy of the certified minutes of the February 25, 2015 meeting of the Commission is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 2.

Approval and adoption of Plan.  The Plan, placed Second Revised On File with the Legislative Services Division, is hereby approved and adopted.    

Section 3. 
Annual Report.  The Division shall submit an annual report to the Finance Committee of the Council on or before September 30 of each year, which shall include at a minimum the following information: 

1.  A status of SHIP program funds to include the amount allocated, expended, encumbered and available, including any associated expenditure deadline(s).

2.  A list of any targeted areas, as proposed by the Division and adopted by Council in its annual appropriation bill, which are eligible for priority funding status. Targeted areas involve a concentrated focus within an area being targeted as part of a federally funded program or community revitalization area.

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
