FLOOR AMENDMENT

Council Members Crescimbeni and Jones offer the following floor amendment to File No. 2015-327:
(1) On page 1, line 12, strike “AFTER 60 DAYS FROM EFFECTIVE DATE OF ORDINANCE;” and insert “AND TO PROVIDE FOR NOTIFICATION; PROVIDING FOR Public Works Department to Develop and Implement a Policy for Removal and Destruction of Donation Collection Bins; PROVIDING FOR AN EDUCATIONAL COMPONENT;”; 
(2) On page 2, lines 19-31 and page 3, lines 1-2, strike: 
“(b) Existing Donation Collection Bins.  Donation collection bins which are existing as of the Effective Date of this section shall be removed from the property on which they are located within sixty (60) days of the Effective Date of Ordinance 2015-___-E.  Failure to remove a donation collection bin within this sixty (60) day period shall be considered a civil infraction subject to a Class D offense pursuant to Section 609.109, Ordinance Code.  The City may remove any donation collection bin from property within Duval County after the Effective Date. All costs incurred by the City to remove remaining donation collection bins shall be paid by the owner of the donation collection bin. The City may institute a suit to recover such expense against the donation collection bin owner.” and insert:
“(b) Existing Donation Collection Bins.  Donation collection bins which are existing as of July 1, 2015 (herein the “Effective Date”) shall be removed from the property on which they are located on or before August 1, 2015.  Failure to remove a donation collection bin on or after the Effective Date shall be considered a civil infraction subject to a Class D offense pursuant to Section 609.109, Ordinance Code. Beginning on July 1, 2015 and through July 31, 2015, the Municipal Code and Compliance Division shall issue warning citations only for removal of existing donation collection bins. On August 1, 2015 and thereafter, full enforcement of this provision shall begin and paying citations may then be issued. For any existing donation collection bins that are not removed in the time period set forth above, the City may remove the donation collection bin or may direct a third party to remove the donation collection bin; provided that the City follow the procedure outlined herein below.   

(c) Notification. Beginning on the Effective Date, whenever the City ascertains that a donation collection bin is present on any property within the City of Jacksonville, the City shall cause a notice to be placed on such bin in substantially the following form:
NOTICE

This donation collection bin is unlawfully upon property known as (setting forth brief description of location) and must be removed within thirty (30) days from the time of this notice is posted. Failure to remove the bin shall result in the removal and destruction of the bin by order of the City of Jacksonville.
Dated this:
(setting forth the date, time of posting of the notice)
Signed: (setting forth name, with the address and telephone number of the enforcement officer).

Such notice shall be not less than eight (8) inches by ten (10) inches and shall be sufficiently weatherproof to withstand normal exposure to the elements.
For any donation collection bins placed on any property within the City after the Effective Date of this section, the same notification must be posted but the Notice need only provide twenty-four (24) hours from the time of posting before the donation collection bin may be removed.

(d)  Recovery of Costs. The owner of the donation collection bin and the property owner of the property on which the bin is located shall be jointly and severally liable for all costs incurred pursuant to this section. The City may institute a suit to recover such expense against the property owner and/or the  bin owner.” ;
(3) On page 3, lines 6½, insert new Sections 2 and 3 to read as follows:

“Section 2. Public Works Department to Develop and Implement a Policy for Removal and Destruction of Donation Collection Bins.  The Public Works Department shall have until August 1, 2015 to develop and implement a policy for the removal of existing donation collection bins, which may include recommendations for destruction of donation collection bins, distribution of materials in said bins, and recovery of costs by the City from the owner of the donation collection bins and/or the property owner.  

Section 3. Educational Component. The Municipal Code and Compliance Division shall provide an educational program to the public to inform them of the changes made herein which shall begin on July 1, 2015 and continue until the August 1, 2015 enforcement date provided in this Ordinance.”;
(4) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;

(5) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
