AN ORDINANCE Creating a new Section 656.421 (Donation collection bins prohibited), SUBPART B (Miscellaneous REGULATIONS), chapter 656 (ZONINg CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, to Prohibit the placement of donation collection bins within duval county and to Provide for removal and recovery of costS BY THE CITY UPON REMOVAL OF DONATION COLLECTION BINS AFTER 60 Days from effective date of ordinance; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Creating a new Section 656.421 (Donation Collection Bins Prohibited), Subpart B (Miscellaneous Regulations), Chapter 656 (Zoning Code), Ordinance Code. Section 656.421 (Donation Collection Bins Prohibited), Subpart B (Miscellaneous Regulations), Chapter 656 (Zoning Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby created to read as follows:

Sec. 656.421.  Donation Collection Bins Prohibited.
(a) Donation collection bins prohibited.  It shall be unlawful to deposit, store, keep or maintain, or to permit to be deposited, stored, kept or maintained, a donation collection bin in or on any lot, parcel or tract of land or body of water in any zoning district. A donation collection bin is hereby defined as any stationary or free-standing container, receptacle or similar device that is located outdoors on any property within Duval County and is used for the solicitation and collection of donated items, such as clothing, books, shoes or other non-perishable personal property.  This term does not include any of the following: (1) recycle bins used for the collection of recyclable materials associated with the City of Jacksonville Solid Waste Division; (2) a mobile trailer used for the solicitation and collection of donated items, where personnel are present to accept donations, provided it complies with all applicable ordinances and regulations, including those relating to special events; and (3) structures owned or operated by a governmental entity, such as but not limited to, post office mail drop boxes, bill payment drop boxes, or library collection boxes. 
(b) Existing Donation Collection Bins.  Donation collection bins which are existing as of the Effective Date of this section shall be removed from the property on which they are located within sixty (60) days of the Effective Date of Ordinance 2015-___-E.  Failure to remove a donation collection bin within this sixty (60) day period shall be considered a civil infraction subject to a Class D offense pursuant to Section 609.109, Ordinance Code.  The City may remove any donation collection bin from property within Duval County after the Effective Date. All costs incurred by the City to remove remaining donation collection bins shall be paid by the owner of the donation collection bin. The City may institute a suit to recover such expense against the donation collection bin owner.
Section 2.

Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence clause or provision of this ordinance is held invalid, the remainder of this ordinance shall not be affected by such invalidity. 
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
