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ORDINANCE 2015-333-E
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING THE AVENUES WALK COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT; REPEALING ORDINANCE 2007-167-E, PURSUANT TO §189.062(4), FLORIDA STATUTES; AMENDING SECTION 92.22 (EXISTING COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICTS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO REMOVE AVENUES WALK COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT; PROVIDING FOR MUNICIPAL CODE EDITOR’S NOTE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.  

WHEREAS, in 2007, Kimco Avenues Walk, LLC, filed a petition with the City Council pursuant to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes, to establish a community development district; and

WHEREAS, the City Council conducted a public hearing on March 13, 2007, and, after having considered the petition and record of the hearing, adopted Ordinance No. 2007-167-E creating the Avenues Walk Community Development District (“District”); and

WHEREAS, the District is located wholly located within the boundaries of the City of Jacksonville, Florida (the “City”); and 

WHEREAS, the District operations were funded solely by Kimco Avenues Walk, LLC, the landholder of the majority of all real property within the District (“the Landowner”); and

WHEREAS, the District has not taken any actions regarding planned community development services for the lands located within the District and has not levied any special assessments against the assessable real property located within the District for the purposes of funding any planned community development services; and 

WHEREAS, the District’s Board of Supervisors (the “Board”) has determined that based upon information provided to it by the Landowner, and the current economic conditions and the level of improvements already completed within the District, the planned community development services to be provided to the lands within the boundaries of the District may be efficiently and effectively provided by means other than by the District; and 
WHEREAS, on or around September 19, 2014, the District’s Board of Supervisors unanimously adopted a resolution declaring that the District is inactive pursuant to Section 189.062(1)(a)6., Florida Statutes, a copy of the resolution is attached hereto as Exhibit 1; and

WHEREAS, all property and permits of the District have been transferred to the appropriate entities; and
WHEREAS, February 18, 2015, in accordance with Section 189.062(1)(b), Florida Statutes, the District published a newspaper notice requiring any party objecting to the inactive status to file an objection with the Department of Economic Opportunity (“Department”) within twenty-one days after the date of publication of the notice; and

WHEREAS, the Department has determined that no objections were filed and changed the District’s status to inactive; and

WHEREAS, Section 189.062(4), Florida Statutes, requires the entity that created a special district declared inactive to dissolve that special district by repealing its enabling laws; and

WHEREAS, the City Council hereby dissolves the District and repeals its enabling law, Ordinance No. 2007-167-E, with the adoption of this Ordinance; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Repealing Ordinance 2007-167-E, Pursuant to §189.062(4), Florida Statutes. Pursuant to §189.062(4), Florida Statutes, the Council hereby repeals Ordinance No. 2007-167-E and all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith and the Avenues Walk Community Development District is hereby dissolved.
Section 2.  Amending Section 92.22 (Existing Community Development Districts), Ordinance Code. Chapter 92 (Uniform Community Development Districts), Section 92.22 (Existing Community Development Districts), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

REQUESTING THAT THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF
ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY DECLARE THE AVENUES
WALK COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT  DISTRICT
INACTIVE; DIRECTING THE DISTRICT MANAGER AND
DISTRICT COUNSEL TO TAKE APPROPRIATE ACTION

INACTIVE AND TO DISSOLVE THE AVENUES WALK

DATE.

WHEREAS, the Avenues Walk Community Development District (the “District™) was
established by Ordinance No. 2007-167-E of the Council of the City of Jacksonville, Florida (the
“Ordinance”), pursuant to Chapter 190, Florida Statutes; and

WHEREAS, the District is located wholly within the boundaries of the City of
Jacksonville, Florida (the “City™); and

WIHEREAS, the Disfrict operations are funded solely by Kimco Avenues Walk, LLC,
the landholder of the majority of all real property within the District (“the Landowner™); and

WHEREAS, the District has not taken any actions regarding planned community
development services for the lands located within the District and has not levied any special
assessments against the assessable real property located within the District for the purposes of
funding any planned community development services; and

WHEREAS, the District’s Board of Supervisors has determined that based upon
information provided to it by the Landowner, and the current economic conditions and the level
of improvements already completed within the District, the planned community development
services to be provided to the lands within the boundaries of the District may be efficiently and
effectively provided by means other than by the District; and

WHEREAS, the District, based upon the foregoing, does not anticipate engaging in
community development activities for the foreseeable future; and
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WHEREAS, the District’s Board of Supervisors finds that it is in the best interest of the
District and the District’s landowners that the District be declared inactive pursuant to Chapter
189.062(1), Florida Statutes (2014); and

WHEREAS, the termination of the District will not harm ov otherwise injure any
interests of the landowners of the District, nor harm nor otherwise injure any interests of any
other party within or without the District; and

WHEREAS, the District’s Board of Supervisors finds that it is in the best interest of the
District and the District’s landowners that the District be dissolved and that the planned
community development services be provided by means other than by the District; and

WHEREAS, the District’s Board of Supervisors desites that the Florida Department of
Economic Opportunity declare the District inactive and send a notice of declaration of inactive
status to the President of the Council of the City and direct the City to dissolve the District by
repealing the Ordinance or by other appropriatc means in accordance with Section 189.062,
Florida Statutes (2014).

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD
OF SUPERVISORS OF THE AVENUES WALK
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT:

SECTION 1. INCORPORATION OF WHEREAS CLAUSES. All of the above
representations, findings, and determinations confained within the Whereas Clauses of this
Resolution are recognized as true and accurate, and are expressly incorporated into this
Resolution.

SECTION 2. DECLARATION OF INACTIVITY. The District’s Board of
Supervisors hereby declares that the District is inactive pursuant to Section 189.062(1)(a)6.,
Florida Statutes (2014).

SECTION 3. REQUEST FOR ACTION. The District hereby requests that the
Department of Economic Opportunity declare the District inactive and send a notice of
declaration of inactive status to the President of the Council of the City and direct the City to
dissolve the District by repealing the Ordinance or by other appropriate means in accordance
with Section 189.062, Florida Statutes (2014).

SECTION 4. DIRECTION TO DISTRICT MANAGER AND DISTRICT
COUNSEL. The District Manager and District Counsel are hereby directed to take the
appropriate actions to transmit this Resolution to the Florida Department of Economic
Opportunity, to publish the appropriate notice, and to take any other steps necessary to effectuate
the orderly termination of the District.
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SECTION 5. SEVERABILITY. The invalidity or unenforceability of any one or more
provisions of this Resolution shall not affect the validity or cnforceability of the remaining
portions of this Resolution, or any part thercof.

SECTION 6. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon
the passage and adoption of this Resolution by the Board of Supervisors of the Avenues Walk
Community Development District.
