An ordinance appropriating $1,329,439.48 ($1,188,253.56 from the flood mitigation assistance program and $141,185.92 from six local property owners) to acquire six repeatedly flooded and damaged properties (THE “PROPERTIES”) through the severe repetitive loss (srl) and fema flood mitigation assistance program (fmap) to continue the restoration of the health of the floodplain in the wills branch creek repetitive loss area IN THE VICINITY OF BAKERSFIELD DRIVE AND NAVAHO AVENUE (THE “PROJECT”), AS AUTHORIZED BY B.T. 15-055; providing for a carryover of funds into subsequent fiscal years; APPROVING AND authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver the federally-funded subgrant AGREEMENT between THE CITY AND the florida division of emergency management (fdem) AND ALL OTHER DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO RECEIVE THE GRANT FUNDS AND TO EFFECTUATE THE PURPOSE OF THIS ORDINANCE; AUTHORIZING THE DIVISION OF EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS TO ENTER INTO AGREEMENTS WITH THE OWNERS OF THE PROPERTIES FOR THE EXPENSES TO ACQUIRE THE RESPECTIVE PROPERTIES, DEMOLISH STRUCTURES AND SLABS, AND REMOVE DEBRIS ASSOCIATED WITH THE PROJECT; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER A DECLARATION OF RESTRICTIVE COVENANT BETWEEN THE CITY AND FEMA FOR THE PROPERTIES UPON ACQUISITION OF THE PROPERTIES BY CITY; AUTHORIZING part-time hours, AS INITIATED BY R.C.15-145; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT’S DIVISION OF EMERGENCY PREPAREDNESS; providing an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2. 
Carryover.
  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into subsequent fiscal years.

Section 3.

Purpose.  
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to acquire six repeatedly flooded and damaged properties (the “Properties”) through the Severe Repetitive Loss (SRL) and FEMA Flood Mitigation Assistance Program (FMAP) to continue the restoration of the health of the floodplain in the Wills Branch Creek Repetitive Loss Area (the “Project”).
Section 4.

Approving and authorizing Federally-funded Subgrant Agreement.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Federally-funded Subgrant Agreement between the City and the Florida Division of Emergency Management, placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services, and all other documents necessary to receive the grant funds described herein and to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.
Section 5.

Authorizing agreements with property owners.  The Division of Emergency preparedness is authorized to enter into agreements with the owners of the Properties for the expenses to acquire the respective Properties, demolish structures and slabs, and remove debris associated with the Project. A list of the six Properties and the cost share associated with each is set forth in the fact sheet attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised Property List, June 2, 2015 – Finance”.
Section 6.

Approving and authorizing Declaration of Restrictive Covenant.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver a Declaration of Restrictive Covenant between the City and FEMA for the Properties upon the City’s acquisition of the Properties. The Properties are part of the FEMA Flood Mitigation Assistance program and are required to remain open space.     
Section 7.

Authorizing Hours.  There are hereby authorized the hours more fully described in R.C. 15-145, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The part-time hours are equivalent to one (1) Program Coordinator to assist with the program duties for acquisition and demolition activities.
Section 8.

Oversight.

The Division of Emergency Preparedness of the Jacksonville Fire and Rescue department shall oversee the project described herein. 
Section 9.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Six Properties; Wills Branch Creek Repetitive Loss Area (vicinity of Bakersfield
Drive and Navaho Avenue)

o The property owners voluntarily chose to participate in the acquisition/demolition of
structures mitigation alternative to resolve their issues with the flood hazard at the
above addresses. All of the properties have a history of flooding from their closest flood
source, Wills Branch Creek.

e FEMA made a combined award for six properties under two different grant categories
through the Severe Repetitive Loss (SRL) and Flood Mitigation Assistance Program
(FMAP). Please see the table on page 1 for properties and their grant awards. Three of
the properties are funded 100% by FEMA (owners Caldwell/Wright, Ashline, and
Jackson). Three property owners (Haines, Brown, and Waters) will contribute the
funding for the Local Share for their project. The City has no funds involved in the
project. The property owners, Waters, will contribute 10% towards all projects costs.
Property owners Haines and Brown will contribute 25% towards all project costs. FEMA
determines which grant category is selected, and how much each property is worth, in
order to arrive at the financial offer to resolve the historic flood problems at that
address.

e FEMA flood insurance policy premiums are the source of the funds for this program. No
City dollars are involved; only the proceeds from flood insured policy holders
throughout the United States.

¢ City’s expenses (paid for by FEMA and property owners) are approximately $50K per
individual property in order to {a) acquire property, (b) test property/buildings for
asbestos/lead, (c) demolish all structures/slabs on property, (d) dispose of project
debris, {(e) level, grade and seed property to restore to natural condition, and (f) deed
restrict property for open space conservation. Property will be turned over to the Rights
of Way Division for maintenance. No slabs can be built on the property in the future.
City is exploring rezoning in order to better maintain the properties in the future.

o  City requests authorization of part-time hours, the equivalent to cne (1) Program
Support Aide, to assist with the program duties for acquisition and demolition activities.

BENEFITS OF PROGRAM TO CITY

o Program helps restore health of Jacksonville’s floodplain. Projects count as credits
toward our NFIP status and the Community Rating System (CRS) program. This means
Jacksonville residents with flood insurance policies qualify for a 20% discount on flood
insurance premiums on properties located in a special flood hazard area. All other
insured policy holders receive a 10% discount. '

s  Program addresses flood problems before the next flooding event, so first responders
are not diverted from life and property saving missions, in retrieving individuals from
flooded houses during disaster.
