ORDINANCE 2015-342
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE A PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“CITY”) AND LAVILLA PARTNERS, LLP, A FLORIDA LIMITED LIABILITY PARTNERSHIP, AND TO EXECUTE ALL DEEDS AND CLOSING DOCUMENTS AND OTHERWISE TAKE ALL NECESSARY ACTION TO EFFECTUATE THE SALE OF LANDS DESCRIBED AS PHASE III IN THAT CERTAIN REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE PARTIES DATED APRIL 12, 2001, AS AMENDED, BEING BLOCK 17 AND A PART OF BLOCK 18 WITHIN MCINTOSH & REEDS ADDITION TO LAVILLA;  THE SALE TO BE “AS IS, WHERE IS AND WITH ALL FAULTS”, RELIEVING BUYER OF THE TIME CONSTRAINTS AND RESTRICTIONS ON ASSIGNMENT IN THE REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT AND RELEASING THE CITY’S RIGHT TO REPURCHASE THE PROPERTY BUT OTHERWISE CONTINUING THE RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES UNDER THE PROVISIONS OF THE REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT UNLESS LAVILLA PARTNERS, AS CURRENTLY CONSTITUTED, FAILS TO DEVELOP THE PROPERTY IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE TERMS OF THE PROJECT AS DEFINED IN THE REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT IN WHICH CASE THE RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES UNDER THE TERMS OF THE REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT CEASE AND ARE OF NO FURTHER FORCE OR EFFECT AS TO PHASE III, WITHOUT INTENDING TO ALTER ANY OF THE RIGHTS AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES UNDER THE REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT AS TO PHASES I AND II PREVIOUSLY DEVELOPED BY LAVILLA PARTNERS, LLP; PROVIDING A PURPOSE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville (“City”) is the owner of Block 17 and the pertinent parts of Block 18 of McIntosh & Reeds addition to LaVilla (the “Property”); and
WHEREAS, the Property is the subject of a Redevelopment Agreement between the City and LaVilla Partners, LLP,  which requires among other things that the City deliver clean title to the Property so the Project described in the Redevelopment Agreement may be developed by LaVilla Partners, LLP; and

WHEREAS, the title to the Property may be cleared only by the filing of a lawsuit to quiet title against various deceased and unknown persons, which LaVilla Partners, LLP, is willing to pursue for a negotiated price lower than the price provided for in the Redevelopment Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Purchase and Sale Agreement is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, now therefore;

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Authorization.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver the Purchase and Sale Agreement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, (with such “technical changes” as herein authorized) and all such other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and the terms of the Purchase and Sale Agreement and (2) take or cause to be taken such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance and the Purchase and Sale Agreement. Modifications to the Purchase and Sale Agreement may be technical only and shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the Office of General Counsel. For purposes of this ordinance, the term “technical” is defined as those changes having no financial impact, including, but not limited to, corrections to the legal descriptions as may be recommended by the City Surveyor and other non-substantive changes that do not substantively modify the rights and responsibilities of the City under the provisions of the Purchase and Sale Agreement.  Under the Purchase and Sale Agreement, the City will convey the Property “as is, where is and with all faults” and development of the Property thereafter will either conform to the Redevelopment Agreement (except as to paragraphs 4.1(c), 4.1(d), 6.1(a), 8.3 and 9.2, which are stricken) and be pursued by LaVilla Partners, LLP, in which case the rights and responsibilities of the parties pursuant to the Redevelopment Agreement except as modified by the Purchase and Sale Agreement will remain the same, or the Property will be developed otherwise or by other persons in which case the terms of the Redevelopment Agreement as to the Property are null.  Any surviving provisions of the Redevelopment Agreement as to Phases I and II previously developed by LaVilla Partners, LLP, shall remain in full force and effect, but any such rights or responsibilities that may have been terminated are not intended to be re-imposed by the transaction authorized herein.
 Section 2.
Purpose.
The purpose of the sale of the Property as described herein is to eliminate the duty of the City under the Redevelopment Agreement to deliver clean title to the Property and any other obligations for due diligence to be performed or paid for by the City in conveying the Property to LaVilla Partners, LLP, and to provide LaVilla Partners, LLP, with a discounted purchase price in exchange for its agreement to accept the Property in its “as is, where is and with all faults” condition.   

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor, or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
