RESOLUTION 2015-352-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE SOUTH MANDARIN BRANCH LIBRARY ON THE OCCASION OF ITS 10TH ANNIVERSARY OF SERVICE TO THE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the South Mandarin Branch Library opened on June 18, 2005, to an enthusiastic community, with 2,500 people visiting the library on the first day and 22,000 visiting during the first month; and


WHEREAS, the community continues to support its library, with nearly 160,000 people visiting the library last year and checking out materials 400,000 times, and with nearly 9,700 people attending almost 500 programs; and


WHEREAS, for 10 years the South Mandarin Branch Library has provided a gathering place for the community, with engaging programs for all ages, access to a wealth of information and online resources, and a chance to engage in lifelong learning in ways only available at a well-equipped and well-staffed library; and

WHEREAS, for 10 years the library has served the community with a collection that has grown from 80,000 to 100,000 materials, wireless Internet access, online reference services, an electronic classroom, and separate teen and children’s areas; and

WHEREAS, every day this library fulfills the Jacksonville Public Library’s mission to enrich lives, build community, and foster success by bringing people, information, and ideas together; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and congratulates the South Mandarin Branch Library on the occasion of its 10th anniversary of service to the community, and extends its best wishes to the staff and customers of the library for many more years of successful operations.
