ORDINANCE 2015-361
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 804 (JACKSONVILLE TRAFFIC CODE), PART 7 (VEHICLE REQUIREMENTS) SECTION 804.709 (UNLAWFUL TO ALTER LICENSE PLATES, CITATIONS, MOBILE HOME STICKERS, OR VALIDATION STICKERS; PENALTY) ORDINANCE CODE, AMENDING SUBSECTION (B) TO AUTHORIZE THE PUBLIC PARKING OFFICER OR THEIR DESIGNEE TO ISSUE A WARNING OR CITATION TO THE PROPERTY OWNER WHERE THE COVERED VEHICLE IS LOCATED; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.  Sections 804.709 (Unlawful to alter license plates, citations, mobile home stickers, or validation stickers; penalty), Ordinance Code, amended.  Sections 804.709 (Unlawful to alter license plates, citations, mobile home stickers, or validation stickers; penalty), of Part 7 (Vehicle Requirements) of Chapter 804 (Jacksonville Traffic Code), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows: 
CHAPTER 804.
JACKSONVILLE TRAFFIC CODE.

PART 7 VEHICLE REQUIREMENTS

Sec. 804.709. - Unlawful to alter or cover license plates, citations, mobile home stickers, or validation stickers; penalty.

(a) No person shall alter the original appearance of any registration license plate, citation, or validation sticker issued for and assigned to any motor vehicle, whether by mutilation, alteration, defacement, or change of color or in any other manner. Any person who violates the provisions of this Section shall be punishable by a fine of not more than $100. The Public Parking Officer, or their designee, is authorized to attach an immobilization device to the vehicle pursuant to Section 802.112. A violation of this Subsection shall constitute a class D offense. 

(b) No person shall cover, hide, cloak, obscure, or camouflage a vehicle’s license plate, or the vehicle’s license plate mount or location in which the license plate is supposed to be fixed, of any vehicle located in a front yard, or in a location visible from the street or a public right of way.  A violation of this subsection shall constitute a class D offense. The Public Parking Officer or their designee is authorized to enforce the provisions of this section by any means authorized by law including, but not limited to, a warning, a citation, or through judicial action for injunctive relief and civil penalties against the owner of the property as is listed in the Duval County Property Appraiser’s database where the covered vehicle is located.  
Section 2. 
Effective Date. 
This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
