Bill Summary: The ordinance approves and authorizes the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Traffic Signal Maintenance and Compensation Agreement between the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) and the City of Jacksonville (the “Agreement”), including Exhibit A to the Agreement; providing purpose; providing for City oversight by the Department of Public Works; requesting one cycle emergency passage.
Background Information: The purpose of this ordinance is to express the City’s willingness to accept and undertake the duties and responsibilities outlined in the Agreement and to provide for approximately $1.9 million in reimbursement from FDOT to the City for the City’s maintenance and continuous operation of the FDOT traffic signals and devices identified in Exhibit A to the Agreement. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested because FDOT has requested that it receive the executed Agreement and this ordinance in support of the Agreement by June 10, 2015.
