AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, THE TRAFFIC SIGNAL MAINTENANCE AND COMPENSATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“FDOT”) AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (THE “AGREEMENT”), INCLUDING EXHIBIT A TO THE AGREEMENT; PROVIDING PURPOSE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Authorization.  There is hereby approved and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, the Traffic Signal Maintenance and Compensation Agreement between the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) and the City of Jacksonville (the “Agreement”), including Exhibit A to the Agreement, in substantially the same form as has been placed Revised On File with the Office of Legislative Services.
Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to express the City’s willingness to accept and undertake the duties and responsibilities outlined in the Agreement and to provide for approximately $1.9 million in reimbursements from FDOT to the City for the City’s maintenance and continuous operation of the FDOT traffic signals and devices identified in Exhibit A to the Agreement.
Section 3.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 4.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
 One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested because FDOT has requested that it receive the executed Agreement and this ordinance in support of the Agreement by June 10, 2015.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
