ORDINANCE 2015-398-E
An ordinance appropriating $50,000 from the SPECIAL COUNCIL CONTINGENCY BANKING FUND ACCOUNT TO THE TRANSITIONAL GOVERNMENT – MAYORAL ACCOUNT to provide funding for the 2015 mayoral transition; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE upon introduction; providing for an effective date.


WHEREAS, the City Council desires to promote the orderly transfer of the executive authority in connection with the expiration of the term of office of a Mayor and the inauguration of a new Mayor; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Council that appropriate actions be taken to avoid or minimize disruption in the activities of the Consolidated Government during these transitions; and

WHEREAS, in addition to the specific provisions contained in Section 20.110 directed toward this purpose, it is the intent of the Council that all officers of the Consolidated Government so conduct the public business for which they are responsible as (1) to be mindful of the problems occasioned by transitions in the office of Mayor, (2) to minimize disruptions that might be occasioned by the transfer of the executive authority, and (3) otherwise to promote orderly transitions in the office of Mayor; now therefore

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to appropriate $50,000 for the mayoral transition for the use of the Mayor-elect under the provisions of §20.110(b), Ordinance Code. A copy of §20.110 is attached hereto as Exhibit 1. 

Section 3.

Requesting Emergency Passage Upon Introduction Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. Emergency passage upon introduction of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Mayor-elect has been certified and transition is occurring to prepare for the July 1, 2015 term.


Section 4. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
