Section 2.  
Purpose. The purpose of this appropriation is to provide $483,519 of funding for the purpose of hiring Ernst & Young, LLP (“EY”) to conduct a forensic investigation of the Jacksonville Police and Fire Pension fund. 

Section 3.

Authorizing and Approving Engagement Letter and Agreement. The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City an engagement letter with Ernst & Young, LLP (“EY”) to a financial audit of the City of Jacksonville Finances.  A copy of the engagement letter and scope of services is attached hereto as Exhibit 1. The Office of General Counsel is authorized to prepare an agreement in compliance with engagement letter for execution by the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary. 
Section 4.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of the professional services of Ernst & Young, LLP (“EY”) for the financial audit. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 5.

Requesting one cycle emergency approval pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the City’s budget must be presented in approximately 45 days and the Mayor-elect desires to know the current financial status of the City in order to make recommendations for a balanced budget.
Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
