ORDINANCE 2015-404
AN ORDINANCE CONFIRMING THE APPOINTMENT OF THOMAS CLine JR. As THE INSPECTOR GENERAL, Pursuant to §602.304, Ordinance Code, FOR A TERM OF FOUR (4) YEARS EXPIRING JULY 6, 2019; WAIVING THE provisions of 602.305(c), ORDINANCE CODE, which requires the employment of the inspector general be by contract and to allow THE INSPECTOR general to BE an EMPLOYEE of the city following the standard appointed employee process; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2014-519-E, established the Office of Inspector General and a process for the selection of the Inspector General; and 

WHEREAS, the Inspector General Selection and Retention Committee at its meeting on May 28, 2015, voted on the selection of the Inspector General, a copy of the meeting minutes are attached hereto as Exhibit 1; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Confirmation.  The Council hereby confirms the appointment of Thomas Cline Jr., as the Inspector General, pursuant to §602.304, Ordinance Code, for a term of four (4) years expiring on July 6, 2019. A copy of Mr. Cline’s curricula vitae is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.

Waiver of Section 602.305(c), Ordinance Code. Section 602.305(c), Ordinance Code, requires the Chair of the Selection and Retention Committee, in coordination with the Office of General Counsel, to negotiate a contract of employment with the Inspector General. The foregoing provision in Section 602.305(c), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived so as to allow for the foregoing appointment to follow the standard appointed employee process.

Section 3.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One Cycle Emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the Inspector General has been selected and the Advisor to the Inspector General’s Office contract concluded May 29, 2015. The Inspector General Advisor will be available part time to keep the office running for the Inspector General and to ensure a smooth transition as well as provide the necessary training.  

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
