Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates a $6,000.00 Paul Coverdell Forensic Science Improvement Grant awarded by the Department of Justice through the National Institute of Justice to provide funding for additional part-time hours for autopsy technicians and investigators, as initiated by B.T. 15-077; it provides for City oversight by the Office of Grants and Contract Compliance.
Background Information: The Medical Examiner’s Office received the 2014 Paul Coverdell Forensic Sciences Improvement Grant awarded by the National Institute of Justice.  Paul Coverdell was a United States Senator from Georgia who served in the United States Senate from 1992-2000.  He suffered a cerebral hemorrhage on a visit to Georgia and died shortly thereafter.  He had previously served as Director of the Peace Corps (1998-2000).  The Coverdell Forensic Science Improvement Grants Program is named in his honor.  The program awards grants to states and units of local government to help improve the quality and timeliness of forensic science and medical examiner services.
