ORDINANCE 2015-409
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A PORTION OF THE RIGHT-OF-WAY OF ALMERIA AVENUE, A 60 FOOT WIDE RIGHT-OF-WAY NORTH OF ATLANTIC BOULEVARD, AS ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 16, PAGE 83, GLYNLEA, OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, DATED MAY 14, 1940, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2, AT THE REQUEST OF EPISCOPAL SCHOOL OF JACKSONVILLE (THE “APPLICANT”), SUBJECT TO RESERVATION UNTO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JEa OF PERPETUAL AND NON-EXCLUSIVE EASEMENTS OVER THE CLOSED RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS AND FOR ALL UTILITIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of the right-of-way of Almeria Avenue, a 60 foot wide right-of-way north of Atlantic Boulevard, as established in Plat Book 16, Page 83, Glynlea, of the Public Records of Duval County, dated May 14, 1940, in Council District 2, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Episcopal School of Jacksonville (the “Applicant”); provided, however, there is hereby reserved unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA perpetual, non-exclusive easements on, over, across, under, and through the closed right-of-way for the construction, operation, maintenance, repair, and/or replacement of electric utilities, together with the right of ingress and egress thereto; provided, however, all areas disturbed as a result thereof shall be restored by the disturbing party in the same manner as specified in and accordance with the then current Duval County standards, as if within a public right-of-way. The owner of the closed right-of-way may relocate at its expense, or request that JEA abandon, any portion or all of JEA’s electric utilities within the reserved easement area and, in connection with same, the owner will grant to JEA a new easement as may be needed to provide service to its property, and JEA will release the existing easement. Provided, however, JEA, in its reasonable discretion, shall have the right to approve the owner’s plan for relocation and the new easement location. In addition, in the event JEA abandons or removes the electric utilities, JEA agrees to provide a recordable termination of the reserved easement to the owner.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The majority of the right-of-way was closed by Ordinance 2005-506-E. The closure is requested to close the remaining portion of the right-of-way.  Applicant, which owns all adjacent property, has paid a $1,688.00 closure application processing fee. This request was sent to various state, municipal, and utility agencies which might have an interest in the matter and there were no objections.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
