AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, A CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) PURSUANT TO WHICH FDOT WILL UNDERTAKE, AT NO COST TO THE CITY, A PROJECT KNOWN AS THE SR 13 (ACOSTA BRIDGE) BICYCLE IMPROVEMENTS IN COUNCIL DISTRICTS 4 AND 9; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Construction and Maintenance Agreement approved and execution authorized.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, a Construction and Maintenance Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”), in substantially the same form as has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Agreement”). Pursuant to the Agreement, FDOT will undertake, at no cost to the City, a project known as the SR 13 (Acosta Bridge) Bicycle Improvements (the “Improvements”). The Improvements will be various bicycle lane improvements, including but not limited to signage installation and pavement markings. Upon completion, the City shall own, operate, maintain, and repair the Improvements at its sole cost and expense.  
Section 2.

Oversight.

The Public Works Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
