Section 2. 
Purpose.
The purpose of this appropriation is to increase the funding for improvements for the Riverview Drainage project, located in Council District 8.  Any unused funds shall revert to the account of origin as referenced in Section 1(a) above, as described herein.


Section 3.

Carryover.
 The funds appropriated herein shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year, but shall carry over from fiscal year to fiscal year.


Section 4.

CIP Amendment.
Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to increase funding for the project entitled “Riverview Area Drainage”. The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 1. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral further delays necessary drainage improvements needed for this neighborhood. Additionally, the deferral will increase the amount of maintenance requests and facility needs in the near future. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.

Section 5. 
Oversight.

The Department of Public Works shall oversee the project, inspect the completed project, and reimburse the costs as appropriate.  


Section 6.  
Requesting emergency one cycle passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency. Emergency one cycle passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that there is an urgent need to make the drainage improvements and funding is available for transfer from the account of origin to the existing Riverview Drainage Project account.
