
FLOOR AMENDMENT

The floor leader offers the following floor amendment to File No. 2015-426:
(1) On page 1, line 7, after “CODE;” and insert “AMENDING section 754.102 (Definitions), Ordinance Code, to add a definition for Drainage System Rehabilitation; pROVIDING FOR A CODIFICATION DIRECTIVE”; 

(2) On page 1, line 19½, insert new Sections 1 and 2 to read as follows:

“Section 1.
Amending Section 754.102 (Definitions), Chapter 754 (Stormwater Management Utility Code), Ordinance Code. Section 754.102 (Definitions), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Chapter 754. Stormwater Management Utility Code.

Drainage System Rehabilitation (DSR) definition. This program improves existing drainage conveyance systems with the purpose of restoring equivalent levels of protection (capacity and/or water quality benefits) to public property. In cases where project-specific funding requirements exceed one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000), specific authorization for named projects that fall under the requirements of the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) will be followed.  DSR Project types include but are not limited to piped systems, drainage swales, underdrain systems, outfalls, inlets, stormwater management facilities, etc.

Section 2. 
Codification Directive. Codifiers are hereby directed to re-letter Section 754.102(k) through 754.102(JJ).”; 
(3) Renumber remaining Sections accordingly;
(4) On page 2, lines 27-31, strike “no less than $6 million shall be designated Drainage System Rehabilitation, and  the greater of $4 million dollars or 15% of the total revenue received from  §754.106 and §754.110 whichever is higher shall be appropriated for stormwater capital projects.” and insert “the greater of $4 million dollars or 15% of the total revenue received whichever is higher shall be appropriated for stormwater capital projects, and no less than $6 million shall be designated Drainage System Rehabilitation.”; 
(5) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.    
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
