Bill Summary: The bill amends Ordinance Code Chapter 117 – Grants – to provide that grant funds may not be appropriated prior to City receipt of the grant, except for reimbursement-based grants, which may not be appropriated prior to City receipt of the grant award letter.
Background Information: The bill derives from the work of the Special CIP Committee which learned that the City regularly budgets for expenditure of grant funds, particularly grants that are renewed year after year, in anticipation of their receipt and shifts cash from other available sources to the grant-funded project until the grant is actually received and funding can be shifted back to the temporary source. The committee believes that the shifting of available cash from one authorized project to another has been problematic in the past and has made accountability for the use of funds difficult to track.
