A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING FORMER RAINES HIGH SCHOOL AND EDWARD WATERS COLLEGE TRACK AND FIELD COACH JAMES DAY ON HIS INDUCTION INTO THE NATIONAL HIGH SCHOOL ATHLETIC COACHES ASSOCIATION HALL OF FAME; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, James Day coached track and field for 40 years at William Raines High School, where he also taught and served as the school’s athletic director; and


WHEREAS, during his tenure at Raines, Coach Day’s powerhouse teams won two state championships, finished as state runner-up six times, won 36 district and 37 regional championships, and Coach Day was named the Florida Times-Union and Jacksonville Journal’s track and field Coach of the Year 10 times; and


WHEREAS, after four decades at Raines High School, James Day moved a short distance to Edward Waters College where he served six years as EWC’s Athletic Director and then eight years as Special Assistant the President, during which the college’s athletic programs were greatly expanded and achieved considerable success; and 


WHEREAS, Coach Day has for many years been instrumental in raising money for the Bob Hayes Track and Field Classic, the largest one-day high school track and field meet in the country, through the golf tournament to benefit the scholarship that bears his name; and


WHEREAS, after decades in service to athletics in Jacksonville at the high school and college level, Coach James Day is being inducted into the National High School Athletic Coaches Hall of Fame in Rochester, Minnesota in recognition of his outstanding accomplishments; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends former William Raines High School and Edward Waters College track and field coach and athletic director James Day on the great achievement of being inducted into the National High School Athletic Coaches Hall of Fame, and extends its congratulations on this great achievement.
