A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE PROVIDENCE SCHOOL STALLIONS BOYS BASKETBALL TEAM ON WINNING THE 2015 FLORIDA CLASS 3A STATE CHAMPIONSHIP; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Providence School Stallions boys basketball team finished their 2014-15 season with a stellar record of 31-1 (their only loss to Centreville High School of Ohio in the Arby’s Classic in Bristol, Tennessee) and a District 4 championship; and


WHEREAS, the Stallions, led by Coach Jim Martin, breezed through the regional playoffs with 40- 39- and 27-point victories over St. Francis (Gainesville), St. Joseph (St. Augustine) and Tallahassee Maclay high schools to reach the state 3A final four; and


WHEREAS, in the semi-finals First Academy of Orlando provided Providence with a stiff test, with the Stallions winning by a 60-52 score to set up a rematch with Sagemont High School of Weston, Florida which defeated the Stallions in the 2014 state semi-final, a loss that was avenged by Providence’s 66-57 win in a hard-fought championship game that was back-and-forth until the Stallions exerted great defensive pressure to pull away in the final minutes; and 


WHEREAS, this year’s Providence team, lacking the one or two superstars of recent years, spread the workload across the whole team, and the total team effort boosted Coach Martin into rarified company with Arlington Country Day School’s Rex Morgan and Ribault High’s Bernard Wilkes as the only Jacksonville area high school coaches to have won more than two state basketball championships; and


WHEREAS, the magical season brought tremendous excitement to the school and to the Jacksonville community; now therefore
