A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE TRINITY HIGH SCHOOL CONQUERORS BASEBALL TEAM ON WINNING THE 2015 FLORIDA CLASS 4A STATE CHAMPIONSHIP; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Trinity Christian Conquerors baseball team began their 2015 season with a practice at 12:01 a.m. on February 9th, the earliest possible staring time under FHSAA regulations, and that dedication to sacrifice and preparation led the Conquerors to a 19-8 regular season record and the Region 1, District 3, championship; and


WHEREAS, regional playoff victories over Yulee by an 11-1 score, over the arch-rival Bolles Bulldogs in a hard fought 3-2 win and over Pensacola Catholic in a 10-0 rout in the regional finals put the Conquerors in the state semi-finals; and


WHEREAS, a 4-1 defeat of South Sumter High in the semi-finals sent Trinity Christian to the championship game at JetBlue Park in Ft. Myers against the home-standing Bishop Verot High School Vikings from Ft. Myers, a game that was delayed by bad weather until a 10:35 p.m. start and ended with a hard-fought state title victory for the Conquerors at nearly 1:00 a.m. the following morning; and 


WHEREAS, the Conquerors were led throughout the playoffs by star pitcher Ryan Aspinwall, who recorded three wins and a save in Trinity’s five playoff games, including the wins in both the state semi-final and championship games; and


WHEREAS, with the baseball championship following by several months the Conquerors’ state football championship, Trinity Christian became only the third high school in the Jacksonville area ever to have won both the football and baseball state championships in the same academic year, joining the Bolles School (three times) and University Christian School; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends the Trinity Christian Conquerors baseball team on winning the 2015 Florida Class 4A state championship and extends its congratulations to the players, coaches, students, teachers, parents and supporters of Trinity Christian on this outstanding achievement.
