WHEREAS, the West Regional Library opened on Aug. 27, 2005, as the third largest library in the system, with nearly 50,000 square feet; and


WHEREAS, the community enthusiastically supports its library, with more than 153,000 people visiting the library last year and checking out materials more than 377,000 times, and with nearly 9,300 people attending 420 programs; and


WHEREAS, for 10 years the West Regional Library has provided a gathering place for the community, with engaging programs for all ages, access to a wealth of information and online resources, and a chance to engage in lifelong learning in ways only available at a well-equipped and well-staffed library; and


WHEREAS, for 10 years the library has served the community with a collection that has grown to more than 178,000 materials, 70 public access computers, meeting rooms available for use by groups, separate teen and children’s areas, and a Center for Adult Learning (CAL) classroom; and

WHEREAS, every day this library fulfills the Jacksonville Public Library’s mission to enrich lives, build community, and foster success by bringing people, information, and ideas together; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
