An ordinance appropriating $185,382.09 from the Florida department of Transportation (FDOT) TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDING FOR ADDITIONAL DESIGN AND CONSTRUCTION COSTS FOR THE TIMUCUAN NATIONAL PRESERVE BICYCLE TRAIL, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 15-083; providing a carryover of funds to fiscal year 2015-2016; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER LOCAL AGENCY PROGRAM SUPPLEMENTAL AGREEMENT NUMBER 11 BETWEEN THE CITY AND FDOT; AMENDING THE 2015-2019 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2014-467-E TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “TIMUCUAN NATIONAL PRESERVE BICYLE ROUTE”; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2014-2015 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated in this ordinance shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2015-2016.
Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide additional funding from the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) for additional design and construction costs for Timucuan National Preserve Bicycle Trail (the “Project”). A copy of the White Paper for the Project is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. 
Section 4.

Approval and authorization.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver Local Agency Program Supplemental Agreement Number 11 between the City and FDOT, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2014-467-E, being the 2015-2019 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide additional funding for the project entitled “Timucuan National Preserve Bicycle Route”. The Project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral could result in the loss of FDOT grant funds which are needed for completion of the Project. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2014-467-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Overall Project Purpose

The FDOT has funded the design and build out of multiple phases for the Timucuan
Trail Bicycle Touring Route. The current segment, Segment 3, has been bid and
awarded. Additional funds are needed related to a re-design requested by FDOT due to
changed conditions identified after construction started on the current phase. FDOT
has reviewed the request for additional funds, agreed that the services are needed to
complete Segment 3 of the project, and is providing the additional funding for these
services in this amendment to their agreement. This legislation seeks approval to
appropriate grant funds in the amount of $185,382.09 and to authorize the Mayor to
execute the amendment and to amend the CIP.
